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Introduction. Agrarian market relations are a part of the system of market relations as a whole. Among
people, "market" was understood as a place (square, area), for trade but as the natural economy changed to
a commodity economy and the social division of labor expanded, the concept of "market" acquired a more
complex meaning in terms of economic content. The exchange of goods carried out through money has led to
market illusion. So, at first one type of commodity was exchanged for another type of commodity, and after the
advent of money, people exchanged through money. In this regard, the market should be understood as a set
of economic relations arising in the environment of exchange for the sale of goods. In the economic literature,
the market is usually explained as a set of production relations in which the labor results of consumers are
realized through money to producers. It is shown that the market performs the functions of delivering goods
to consumers, connecting producers and consumers, and stimulating production. The exchange process is a
decisive factor in the development of market relations. Exchange performs the function of production and
distribution on the one hand, and between the producer and the consumer on the other hand. In terms of the
first function mentioned above, exchange takes the form of commodity circulation. The second function is due
to the fact that the market is a boundless space where economic relations between people are realized in the
process of product movement. In the conditions of market relations, an opportunity for economic competition
arises, which prompts production to meet demand with minimum costs. These ultimately have a decisive effect
on the stimulation of production [1, p. 42].

The main material of the study. The concepts of "market" and "market relations" are not accepted
unambiguously by all economists of the world. As a result of our research, we have come to the conclusion that
the market is, first of all, an economic category specific to commodity production. Market is also a historical
category. The components of the market are demand, supply and price. These elements characterize the features
and forms of specific relations between production and consumption, reflect the economic relations between
the fields. The market develops and is formed in the conditions of commodity-money relations. However,
in connection with the transition of our country to the conditions of market relations, the development of
various forms of ownership, the formation of new production relations in rural areas, the expansion of the
scope of commodity-money relations, the need arose for widespread consumer value, price, money and
other economic categories to become a legal process. The world economic literature shows that the market
and the administrative emirate are incompatible. In these circumstances, central planning does not apply.
Market relations are formed on the basis of the principles of objective economic laws and categories. In such
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a case, the production is regulated by the market, the market is abundant with products, mutual economic
relations are formed between producers and consumers, the population as a whole is satisfied with the consumer
market, the owner of the market is not the producer, but the consumer. In general, it is very difficult to build an
economy without a deep understanding of the concepts of "market" and "market relations". There are following
types of market: regional market, domestic market. The domestic market differs from each other according
to the territorial characteristics. For example, local markets. This includes markets of a specific city, district,
village, town, etc. There are also markets for individual products and groups of products. World markets are
understood as a set of national markets of states that communicate with each other through international trade,
exchange of scientific and technical knowledge, services, etc. A regional market is understood as a market
created by a group of states connected to each other by special forms and conditions of economic exchange and
a deep division of labor. In market conditions, the price of products changes depending on supply and demand.
Market and market relations can be evaluated as a model of economic development of society [2, p. 51].

Depending on the formation of the mechanism of this economic model, there is a favorable ratio between
demand, supply and price in the consumer market. Demand means the volume of a product in natural and
value terms that the population will consume over a certain period. Supply means the volume of a product,
in terms of nature and value that can be supplied to the consumer market. The market is regulated by the
price of products depending on supply and demand. There is no alternative to entering the market. World
experience has proven the viability and efficiency of the market economy. In our society, the transition to a
market economy is required by human interests, and the goal of this transition is to create a socially oriented
economy, subordinate all production to the needs of the consumer, eliminate shortages and shameful queues,
ensure economic freedom for citizens at work, and open a wide field for diligence, creativity and initiative.
Thus, the transition of our country to a market economy was an objective necessity, and this follows from the
following patterns: First of all, in the conditions of administrative management, in certain periods there was
a certain increase in socio-economic development, although there were successes, as a result of a number of
objective and subjective factors, the country's economy was deformed, food shortages appeared everywhere.
The process of decreasing production volumes, increasing costs, violating the principles of purchase and
sale between enterprises, and deteriorating living conditions of the population in all fields of the national
economy has accelerated. Secondly, although a number of very important laws and regulations were adopted
to improve the economy in the former union space, no positive trends in increasing production were observed.
For example, about enterprises, about lease relations, about peasant farms, about the basics of land legislation,
about property relations, etc. Despite all this, the country not only ensured production growth and efficiency, but,
on the contrary, previous production volumes decreased, and the tendency of the economy to fall into a crisis state
became stronger. Therefore, the country's economy has weakened due to the lack of creation of an appropriate
economic mechanism for the implementation of very important decisions. Third. It is a fact that value, price,
commodity-money relations have always existed in our society. However, when using these economic categories,
their objective requirements were not properly taken into account. It should be noted that regardless of the form
of society, the market structurally consists of three main elements: demand, supply and price [3, p. 21].

Demand characterizes consumption, and supply characterizes production. However, since the administrative
requirements of the market in our country are not taken into account, its true nature is underestimated. It has
been completely forgotten that the market influences production, improves the structure of production, and
regulates it. Thus, the economy of our country was created not on the basis of market supply and demand,
but under conditions of forced planning. Fourth, pricing principles are almost not followed, reliable pricing
mechanism has not been formed. So far there is no country in the world that has built its economy according to
a pure “market economy” model. “Regulated market economy” means creating conditions for the development
of various forms of ownership, independent preparation of a production program taking into account the
state order, providing enterprises with freedom in pricing, income distribution and methods of use, and at
the same time providing guarantees from the state to prevent the deterioration of living conditions of low-
income categories of the population. Thus, from the above, it is clear that there are big differences between a
“market economy” and a “regulated market economy” in terms of political and economic content. However, as
many people think, the regulated market economy as an economic model cannot be a continuation of the old
administrative-emirate method, its repeated replacement. Since, in a regulated market economy, the exchange
of products between the village and the city is based on the principle of fair purchase and sale, real conditions
are created for the use of economic accounting, and mutual economic relations between enterprises are carried
out based on pre-agreed contractual terms. The specific functions of the household head are defined. The level
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of income of workers varies depending on the final product, not on the amount of work performed. All these,
ultimately, are real and objective factors in creating a reliable market economy. World experience confirms that
the transition from any specific system of the economy to the market system is not easy, but the transition of
the economy to the conditions of market relations is a necessary and possible way. The transfer of agriculture
to market relations has its own characteristics. This is primarily related to the soil-climate issues. However,
some types of agricultural products, including grapes, fruits, potatoes, vegetables, etc., are sold and consumed
without going through a processing process. Another specific feature of the transition of agriculture to market
relations is that processing of agricultural products are the raw material base for industrial enterprises. Vegetable
growing, fruit growing, viticulture, tobacco growing, tea growing, meat farming, dairy farming, etc. semi-
complexes have received significant development under republican conditions. Although some of the products
produced in these areas are consumed directly by the population, 30-35 percent of the remaining products are
sold to processing enterprises. Another distinctive feature is the development of many areas of agriculture.
The diversification of agriculture greatly facilitates the translation of this sector into market relations.
For example, cotton, cocoon, etc. The development of field allows the republic to enter not only regional
markets, but also markets at a number of levels, including global ones [4, p. 73].

The presence of favorable soil and climatic conditions for the further development of agriculture in the
Republic of Azerbaijan is one of the aspects that distinguishes the transfer of this sphere to market relations.
The existing favorable climatic zone in the country leads to an increase in the production of main types of
agricultural products and an increase in its efficiency. All this ultimately ensures the creation and development
of the agricultural market. It is clear from the research that the transfer of all areas of the economy, including
the agricultural sector, to market relations is an objectively legal process. The objective legality of the transition
to market relations comes primarily from property relations. Economic reforms are being carried out in our
country, state property is being privatized, and new property relations are emerging. Privatization of land and
property, transferring them to citizens, creating conditions for entrepreneurial activity are becoming the main
factor in the transition of the agricultural economy to market relations [5, p. 86].

The study shows that while our country is preparing for the transition to market relations, the United
States of America, Japan, and Western European countries are considering which market model of economic
development is beneficial or not, and are trying to choose the most favorable one. The “free market” model is
the American model. The dominant role of the state in economic management is the Japanese model. There
are four general aspects that characterize the economic development of developed market countries. The first
is that the national currencies of developed market countries are stable and can be exchanged with the national
currencies of other countries. The historical experience of such countries confirms that it is impossible to
create a useful market system if the national currency is not stable and is not exchangeable with the national
currencies of other countries. The second, general aspect is that land and real estate are privately owned.
In such countries, private property is considered the driving force of economic growth. However, all market
countries have both public and private ownership. For example, in Western European countries, railways are
owned by the state. In the United States, many energy and communications companies, and sometimes air
transport, are state-owned. Third, the existence of private commercial rights that respond to market demands
is considered a common feature of market economies. All developed countries have complex and strict laws
regarding cooperation, contracts, agreements, and trade and banking operations. In these countries, large
private enterprises are organized on a cooperative basis. Fourthly, one of the common features of market
countries is the presence of the right to foreign economic activity. Thus, in the market economy system, no
country is excluded from the world trading system [6, p. 77].

We believe that it is necessary to form socially oriented market relations in our country. “Free market”,
“regulated market” and “socially oriented market” development models have gone through historical processes
and have undoubtedly been effective for specific stages of development. However, we prefer socially oriented
market relations in the system of economic development models. Because in the conditions of socially oriented
market relations, the state takes into account the demand and supply of the market, undertakes a number
of functions of regulating the economy, which is ultimately considered profitable for both producers and
consumers. The formation and development of market relations in the agro-industrial complex system of the
country is highly dependent on the organization of state regulatory work. The functions of state regulation of
production in the agro-industrial complex system should include the following:

— in terms of stimulating the development of market relations, ensuring the completeness of the legislation
and organizing control over the correct compliance with the reguirements of the legislation;
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— valuation, taxation, financial-credit relations, insurance, etc. determination and formulation of economic
policy in the agrarian section, including issues;

— stabilization of agricultural production, protection of the income of commodity producers, rapid and
large-scale application of science and technology, and development of state structural policy;

— reconciliation of international economy and scientific-technical cooperation;

— regulation of social policy policy in the agrarian industrial complex, participation of the state in social
protection of the rural population, provision of pensions, development of residential areas, electrification,
telephone and road construction, provision of food products for low-income and disadvantaged population
groups, as well as in solving the problem of employment of the population;

— organization and determination of scientific research works, selection and breeding work, application of
scientific achievements in production;

— formation of food and agricultural raw materials resources for state needs;

— providing agricultural commodity producers with information about the markets for the production
and sale of agricultural products; use of natural resources and orqganization of contral over environmental
protection, quality of food products, sanitary rules, land structure, plant protection and veterinary work;

— management of state enterprises not subject to privatization;

— legal service and protection of agribusiness.

By following the mentioned principles, it is possible to form, develop and strengthen socially oriented
agrarian market relations in the country. However, the regulation of the agricultural market should be based on
international principles and legal basis [7, p. 38].

Conclusion. Our research shows that the formation of market relations in the agricultural sector requires,
first of all, a comprehensive solution to these issues. Among them: renewal of property relations, development
of diverse forms of economy, improvement of financial and credit relations, creation of a new management
system, improvement of the education and personnel training, formation of the organizational and economic
mechanism of agricultural science, social development of rural areas and villages, creation of an information
system, etc. It should be noted that fundamental qualitative changes are being observed in the country's
economy, the property of enterprises in the agro-industrial complex system is being nationalized, land is being
privatized and transferred into private ownership, and a multi-species and multiple farming system is being
formed. As a result of all this, more than 97% of agricultural products were produced in private collectives.
No state order was placed with producers for the supply of agricultural products, prices were liberalized,
sales channels were expanded, and comprehensive measures were launched to form socially oriented market
relations in the country.

Currently, the previous forms of farming operating in the country's agriculture are being transformed.
Citizens who receive land and property shares voluntarily choose economic forms, being the owners of the
products they produce, they themselves determine the sales markets, the new owners are completely free to
set prices for their products and independently determine prices depending on the supply and demand of the
store. All this can be considered as a manifestation of the formation of market relations in the agrarian section
of the country. At the state level, a number of measures have been comprehensively implemented to create
market relations through economic reforms in the country. In order to develop market relations, the experience
of foreign countries was studied, representatives of states operating in conditions of market relations were
invited to the republic, and the legal basis for the new statehood was created, primarily taking into account
local conditions and national traditions.

Economically comprehensive development of the country is characterized by a number of indicators, one of wich
is the parallel and sustainable development of all regions. The relevance of market relations in the agricultural
sector is related to changing demands and development in technology. In modern times, the market relations of the
agricultural sector are of great importance. Reasons such as the increase in demand for agricultural products and
the expansion of international trade opportunities, innovations in technology, safety of agricultural work, product
management, higher expectations of customers about quality, safety and modern standards make market relations in
the agricultural sector more relevant and important. The presented article is relevant, it is an issue that is constantly
under the attention of the state and society.

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Introduction. The food industry plays a crucial role in Ukraine's economy by supplying the domestic
market with food products and having significant export potential. At the same time, government regulation of
this sector is a complex and multifaceted process requiring the coordination of various aspects such as product
safety and quality, support for domestic producers, stimulation of innovation and modernization, as well as
regulation of imports and exports. There is a need for a deep understanding of the conceptual foundations
of government regulation to ensure the effective functioning of the industry and to address potential issues.
This research aims to uncover the essence and effectiveness of the mechanisms used by the state to regulate
the activities of enterprises in the food industry. The connection with important scientific and practical tasks
lies in the fact that effective state regulation of the food industry can help solve such tasks as ensuring food
safety, supporting sustainable development of the sector, supporting small and medium-sized enterprises,
harmonizing with international standards, and ensuring fair competition.

Analysis of recent research and publications. The essence and features of state regulation in the modern
economy have been explored in the works of O. Lozychenko [1] and V.V. Melnyk [2]. H.I. Ianenkova and
V.V. Samarska [3] have examined the issues of state regulation of small businesses in Ukraine. Theories,
scientific-conceptual foundations, and methodological principles of state regulation of Ukraine's economy
have been studied by R.V. Lohosha [4], D.O. Kotelevets [5], V.A. Tkachuk, and O.V. Miroshnychenko [6].
Problems and prospects for the development of Ukraine's food industry have been investigated by O.H. Rymar
and 1.O. Mazurkevych [7], S. Maistro and O. Voloshyn [8], and V.I. Khrypiuk [9].

Objectives of the article. The purpose of the study is to systematize and analyze the conceptual foundations,
as well as to study the stages and features of the evolution of state regulation in the food industry in Ukraine.
It also aims to formulate recommendations for further improvement of the state regulation system to ensure the
stability and competitiveness of food industry enterprises in the modern market environment.

The research methods used in the article include literature review, historical method, legislative analysis,
comparative analysis, and a systematic approach. These methods help to explore the problem from different
perspectives and to form an objective view of the conceptual foundations and evolution of state regulation of
food industry enterprises.

The main material of the study. State regulation in Ukraine involves the establishment and implementation
of a set of measures aimed at ensuring the stable development of the economy, social protection of citizens,
environmental protection, and fulfilling other important state functions. This process encompasses the
regulation of economic relations, support for investments, promotion of entrepreneurship, control over labor
and financial markets, as well as ensuring compliance with legislation in various sectors.

The chronology of the evolution of state regulation in Ukraine includes the following stages: 1. The beginning
of independence (1991-1999). 2. Reform and legal stabilization (2000—2013). 3. Legal crisis (2014-2019).
4. Modern legal regulation (since 2020) ( Figure 1).

According to the data presented in Figure 1, it can be concluded that throughout the entire period of
Ukraine's independence, from 1991 to the present, a significant legislative and regulatory framework has
been developed aimed at regulating economic and social processes in the country. Laws on entrepreneurship,
business registration, and state enterprise are fundamental legal foundations for business development and the
formation of market relations in Ukraine. The period of reform and legal stabilization (2000-2013) contributed
to improving the business environment and supporting entrepreneurship. The crisis years (2014-2019)
necessitated the adoption of laws aimed at protecting consumer rights, stimulating competition, and developing
local self-government. In the modern era (since 2020), new laws are being adopted to regulate energy, public
procurement, and financial services to ensure stability and development of the economy and society.

In defining the concept of "state regulation,” it is essential to rely on the main provisions of the Constitution
of Ukraine (hereinafter referred to as the CU) [21], specifically:

1. Article 8 of the CU proclaims the principle of the rule of law and condemns any form of dictatorship,
including economic.

2. Article 13 of the CU defines the principles of the separation of powers into legislative, executive, and
judicial branches, establishing a system of balanced control mechanisms that enable state regulation.

3. Article 42 of the CU guarantees the right to property and states that property entails obligations to use it
in accordance with its social purpose.

4. Article 44 of the CU establishes the right to entrepreneurship and the state's obligation to create conditions
for the development of entrepreneurship.

5. Article 46 of the CU guarantees the right to work and provides for social protection of workers.

6. Article 55 of the CU stipulates those citizens and legal entities are obliged to comply with the Constitution
and laws of Ukraine, which forms the basis for state control and regulation.

Since the Constitution of Ukraine does not provide a direct definition of "state regulation," based on the
provisions of Articles 8, 13, 42, 44, 46, and 55 [20], state regulation can be defined as a system aimed at
achieving balanced economic and social development of the country, protecting the rights and interests of
citizens, and ensuring the stability and security of society [20]. Other interpretations of the essence of "state
regulation" by Ukrainian researchers are presented in Table 1.

According to the data presented in Table 1, Ukrainian researchers such as Surmin Yu. P., Bakumenko V.D.,
Mykhnenko A.M. [21], Maistro S., Voloshyn O. [8], Voznesenska O.A. [22], Tkachuk V.A., Miroshnychenko O.V.
[6], Kravchenko O.M. [23], and Stechenko D.M. [24] note that state regulation is a targeted influence of
the state on economic and social processes to achieve specific goals, but from different perspectives.
The main differences in their interpretations lie in emphasizing various aspects such as economic stabilization,
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the organization of social relations, ensuring legality, and public interests. This indicates the diversity of
approaches to understanding the role of the state in regulating social processes and defining management
strategies.

Let's examine the evolution of state regulation in the food industry in Ukraine (see Figure 2).

As seen from the data in Figure 2, the evolution of state regulation of enterprises in the food industry in
Ukraine has undergone significant transformations, from establishing fundamental principles to integrating
with international standards. Despite the achievements, challenges remain that require further efforts to
enhance regulation efficiency, ensure product safety and quality, and support producers in meeting modern
market demands. State regulation of the food industry focuses primarily on raising product safety standards,
transparency in production processes, and producer accountability. The Ukrainian food industry is gradually
adapting to international standards such as ISO and HACCP, which helps increase the competitiveness of
Ukrainian products in global markets. Therefore, state regulation of the food industry in Ukraine shows an
evolution from centralized planned control to integration into the international regulatory system, emphasizing
quality, safety, and product competitiveness. This process reflects the broader trends of globalization and
Europeanization, as well as the specifics of the Ukrainian context.

Let's consider the main elements of the evolution of state regulation of food industry enterprises in Ukraine

Technological development focuses
on innovations, environmentally friendly technologies, and product safety. International integration supports
the harmonization of standards, participation in international organizations, and regulation of export-import
operations.

Consumer protection involves product labeling, protection against misleading advertising, and complaint
handling mechanisms. Environmental policy focuses on waste disposal, environmentally friendly production,
and environmental standards. Social responsibility encompasses community support, decent working
conditions, and the responsible use of resources.

Such a multifaceted strategy ensures a comprehensive approach to regulating the food industry, promoting
sustainable development and meeting societal needs.

Let's define the conceptual foundations of state regulation of food industry enterprises in Ukraine
(Figure 4).

As seen from the data in Figure 4, the conceptual foundations of state regulation of food industry
enterprises in Ukraine demonstrate the structure of the state regulation mechanism with several interconnected
components that form a comprehensive approach to state regulation in the food industry. Firstly, product safety
and quality are ensured through the implementation of control systems such as HACCP, regular monitoring and
auditing of production processes, and compliance with established standards. Secondly, support for producers
is provided through tax incentives, subsidies, access to credit, as well as training programs and consulting
services. This helps producers develop and enter new markets. The third direction concerns the stimulation
of innovation and modernization. State funding for research and development in food technologies, attracting
foreign investments, and creating innovation clusters contribute to the development of the industry. Finally,
import and export regulation involves harmonizing national legislation with international standards, concluding
international agreements to promote exports, and customs regulation to protect the domestic market. Thus,
regulation of the food industry in Ukraine serves as a key tool for ensuring safety, supporting innovation,
stimulating development, and balancing internal and external interests in the context of the global market.

According to the data in Figure 5, state regulation of food industry enterprises in Ukraine has several
shortcomings that may hinder the effective development of the industry. Bureaucratic obstacles complicate
access to state support, insufficient funding limits the development of small and medium enterprises, and
high standards create barriers for small producers. The lack of a unified coordination structure also leads to
difficulties in addressing industry issues.

Product safety and quality are integral parts
of regulation.

Innovation and the development of new products represent another important aspect. There is growing demand
for alternative proteins, organic products, and other innovative solutions that cater to changing consumer
preferences. State regulation should support these innovations while maintaining high product quality and
safety. International cooperation and trade play a significant role in the industry's development. Market
openness and the reduction of trade barriers facilitate greater integration of the global food market. Moreover,
international collaboration in standards, research, and the development of new products enables the industry
to advance. Public engagement and transparency in decision-making increase trust in regulation. Public
participation in decision-making processes and considering the interests of various stakeholders, including
consumers, producers, and environmental organizations, help create regulations that meet the needs of both
society and business. These prospects will require food industry enterprises to be flexible, innovative, and
ready to adapt quickly to changing market conditions and regulatory environments. State regulation will play
a key role in stimulating these processes, providing a framework for sustainable development and protecting
consumer interests.

Conclusions. Based on the analysis of the evolution of state regulation in the food industry in Ukraine,
further development directions have been identified. This research is unique due to its comprehensive analysis
of the evolution and conceptual foundations of state management in Ukraine's food industry. It provides a
theoretical basis for further studies in this field, helping to reveal the main principles of regulation, its impact
on product safety, and enterprise development. The practical significance lies in providing recommendations
to regulatory bodies for improving legislation and supporting companies in this sector. The study results can
be used to develop new policies aimed at stimulating innovation, protecting consumer rights, and supporting
the competitiveness of producers in the international market. Future research could examine the impact of
international standards, best regulatory practices, and the evaluation of innovations on this industry.

Features of the regional economic
policy formation in the conditions of European integration.

The article examines the formation of regional economic policy in Ukraine in the context of European integration
based on implementing sustainable development goals. The importance of local self-government bodies in
implementing these goals and the need for strategic reforms to expand their powers are emphasized. The study
highlights the problems faced by local self-government bodies during the transition to European standards and
solving environmental, economic, and social issues. During the analysis, it was found that the existing regional
policy does not contribute to increasing the level of implementation of the SDGs, and in modern conditions, the
problem of increasing the region’s potential is becoming more and more difficult, there is a need to adjust the
existing policy by European standards. It is proven that in this context, the application of a strategic approach to the
regulation of the region's development involves the introduction of an organizational mechanism that will allow to
harmonization of the functions and responsibilities of local bodies with their own capabilities and available resources.
The strategy is developed considering the interests of the region, its capabilities, and coordinating the needs of
various groups, and classes of the population. The article analyzes the progress of the sustainable development goals
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achieved in the social, economic, and environmental components, and points out the aspects and areas that need
improvement. A model for the formation of regional economic policy is proposed, considering the SDGs to overcome
regional disparities and strengthen overall development. It was revealed that the regional economic policy needs to
be adapted to European standards and should be aimed at increasing investments, supporting SMEs, promoting
innovation, developing tourism, improving infrastructure and raising the level of education. The directions and tools
for the formation of regional economic policy are proposed, as well as the need for monitoring the effectiveness
of the principles of sustainable development implementation, which are crucial for balanced economic, social and
environmental progress, is proven.

Current problems, approaches and tendencies of city public
menagement: theoretical aspects.

The article, based on the analysis of domestic and foreign literature and practice and summarizing the personal
experience of the authors, singles out modern problems, approaches and trends of city management. The study
of this process of public administration is defined as relevant, given its high social importance and the need for
constant modernization. The research hypothesis is based on the position of the central place of citizens united in a
territorial community in the processes of public administration, which is determined by a combination of external
development trends and influencing factors, taking into account local specifics. The authors noted that global trends
in the development of cities, and accordingly, trends in improving their public management, are formed by external
processes of globalization, glocalization, informatization, etc. (exogenous factors) and internal (endogenous factors).
Therefore, it is emphasized the need to take into account both the trend towards universalization and local specifics,
which should become the basis for sustainable development of cities, when developing city development strategies.
The goal of public authorities should be to create an endogenous vision of the future of the designated territories,
taking into account local resources, values and own development paths, taking into account global processes and
requirements of Europeanization. It was noted that this can only be achieved with the help of the public. Economic
factors and the impact of European integration are also considered key in the preparation of strategies for the
development of Ukrainian cities. State regulation of this process is considered essential. It was noted that the
actualization of the development of strategies of Ukrainian cities under the influence of international aid programs is
a guarantee of receiving investments. It is emphasized the need to take into account the requirements of sustainable
development, especially taking into account the influence of the military factor. Taking into account the general trends
and features of development is clearly manifested in the problems, the list of which largely depends on the specifics
of regional development. These problems are the result of: the historical past, the current state of the country and its
regions, the level of the country's entry into the global market, the lack of sufficient resources to solve the problems,
etc.The main problems of urban development (ecological, economic, social, cultural, etc.) are systematized on the
basis of Ukrainian and Polish experience. The complexities of urban development are highlighted as inevitable
problems of growth that appear as a result of the achievements of modern technologies. The trend of shifting the
focus of efforts from solving the problems of megalopolises to the problems of the development of small towns,
noticed by practitioners and experts even before the war, is mentioned separately: self-identification; vulnerability;
dependence; lack of strategic thinking and communication; difficult heredity, etc. However, as a result of the war,
population concentration in several large cities is possible. The specificity of Ukrainian cities, related to the impact
of the war, increases the differentiation according to certain directions of development: the search for investments,
reconstruction, revitalization, special attention to labor market processes, ensuring barrier-free access, etc.
It is important not to dwell on problems, but to see them as a challenge and strive to find a worthy answer.

Changes in the
regional distribution of foreign direct investments under the influence of the consequences of the war in
Ukraine.

The article analyzes the changes that have occurred in the dynamics of attracting foreign direct investment (FDI)
to the regions of Ukraine due to the outbreaks of the war. The issue of uneven regional distribution of foreign capital
in previous years aroused great interest on the part of domestic academic economists in the context of imbalances in
the level of economic development of regions. Particular attention in this study is paid to a comprehensive review of
the work of these researchers from the point of view of the conditions in which the regions found themselves with
the outbreak of a full-scale war in Ukraine. One notable consequence of this conflict has been a significant change
in the stock and flow of foreign direct investment. If previously their distribution among regions was determined,
first of all, by the geographical location of the regions, the development of their economic and industrial potential,
transport infrastructure, and human capital, then with the beginning of the war, the impact of these factors weakened
significantly. The factors of remoteness from the active warzone and the extent to which the region’s economy
suffered from the consequences of the war began to play a much larger role in the investment attractiveness of
regions. Taking this into account, a scientifically based assessment of the strength of influence of these factors
on the dynamics of the regional distribution of FDI and their structure was chosen as the primary objective of the
study. The results obtained through the use of advanced economic statistics methods made it possible to identify
key relationships and trends within the mentioned processes. In particular, it was possible to establish the degree of
differentiation of the impact of the war's consequences on various elements of FDI flows by region, which constitutes
the scientific novelty of the presented research. At the same time, the results of the work have practical significance,
since they can be used to develop effective strategies to attract investment and restore the affected regions of Ukraine.
The findings provide valuable insights for policymakers and stakeholders involved in the economic recovery and
development of the war-impacted areas.

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Introduction. Technology is a significant factor in economic development and social life. Technology
has always had an impact on humanity. One of the main levers of technology influence is the labor
market. In the modern world, characterized by rapid technological progress, understanding the complex
relationship between the level of technology development and the labor market is essential. Technological
transformations contribute to changes in the structure of employment, which leads to discussions among
scientists about the impact of technology on unemployment. An important question arises: will the number
of jobs created as a result of technological development continue to be greater than the number of jobs
eliminated as a result of technological progress? Therefore, the investigation of the impact of technological
factors on unemployment, namely on structural unemployment, is relevant, as it helps to understand whether
countries characterized by a higher level of technological development also have a higher level of structural
unemployment. Also, a survey of this problem will be useful in creating state social policy and regulating
unemployment.

It is also worth emphasizing the relevance of examining the impact of technology on the labor market
in developed countries. The trends that currently dominate the labor markets of developed countries will
eventually reach technologically lagging countries. At the same time, new trends in the labor market are formed
first in developed countries. Therefore, to obtain more relevant and accurate results on the current impact of
technology on the labor market, it is advisable to analyze the labor market of developed countries.

Analysis of recent research and publications. The impact of technology on unemployment and the
labor market in general has been studied at various times by economists such as P. Romer [1], D. Autor [4],
D. Lederman [15], Y. Tang [8], A. Pardosi [7], and others. International organizations, such as the World Bank,
OECD and ILO, also pay considerable attention to the problem under investigation. However, considering
the rapid development of technologies in recent decades, it is appropriate to regularly analyze the processes
associated with technological transformations to obtain the most relevant results.

Objectives of the article. The purpose of the research is to analyze the impact of a level of technological
development of a country on structural unemployment. This research should find out how to distinguish
structural unemployment, analyze the impact of technological factors on structural unemployment in developed
countries, and, if possible, analyze the relationship between the level of technological development of a country
and the duration of unemployment.

The main material of the study. Technologies have a decisive impact on the economy, contributing to
economic growth, improving living standards and increasing labor productivity in the economy, which in turn
leads to an increase in the resources required to invest in technological development. To ensure technological
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prosperity, it is necessary to invest in research and development and import technology from abroad [1].
Technological development is also determined by educational, social, and political factors [2].

The impact of technology on the labor market is to increase productivity and reduce the share of physical
and low-skilled labor [3]. Throughout history, technological transformations have led to a shift in labor from
physical to intellectual labor, from agriculture to industry, and later to services [4].

Technological progress affects the labor market in three main ways: by changing the structure of employment,
increasing labor productivity, and creating and simultaneously reducing jobs [5]. Figure 1 shows historical
global data on certain indicators related to technology and unemployment. It can be seen that unemployment
rose significantly during the recent coronavirus pandemic and has returned to its previous level. It is also
noticeable that, unlike the two technology-related indicators, which have a clear upward trend (indicating
the acceleration of human technological development), the unemployment rate has shown different trends in
different periods. After all, this indicator is primarily determined by economic factors, such as the economic
cycle, labor supply, etc.

Unemployment is a social and economic situation in a society in which a part of active working-age
citizens cannot find work that they are capable of performing [7]. In economic science, there are different
types of unemployment: frictional (short-term dismissal from a job to find another, as well as seasonal work),
cyclical (caused by a decline in production), and structural (caused by technological progress, these workers
will not be able to find a job without retraining or moving to another area) [8]. Frictional and structural
unemployment constitute the natural rate of unemployment [9]. Progress changes the technology of production
and, accordingly, the structure of demand for labor. Demand for new professions is growing, while demand
for some other types of labor is declining. As a result of technological progress, there is a category of
workers whose skills and practical experience are outdated and not needed, and therefore cannot be sold [10].
The main aspect of the research in this article is structural unemployment as a consequence of technological
progress.

The hypothesis of the research is that countries with a higher level of technology development have a
lower level of structural unemployment. To test this hypothesis, it is necessary to first distinguish structural
unemployment from the total unemployment rate.

Empirically, it is difficult to separate structural unemployment from the other two main types of
unemployment (cyclical and frictional). Many economists have developed methods to distinguish structural
unemployment. In particular, Jackman and Roper and Osberg and Lin measured structural unemployment in
the UK and Canada in the late twentieth century [9]. In practice, structural unemployment is often measured by
passing total unemployment through smoothing filters. However, the most common way to measure structural
unemployment is the non-accelerating inflation rate of unemployment (NAIRU) (although its use is also not
without criticism and does not provide a completely accurate estimate, any estimate has some uncertainty) [9; 11].

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NAIRU is the lowest unemployment rate that can be maintained without causing wage growth and inflation.
It is a concept that helps to estimate how much “spare capacity” is available in the economy [11]. There are
various ways to determine NAIRU using statistical models and transformations.

International organizations, in particular the OECD, deal with the issue of determining structural
unemployment. Scientists working with the OECD have developed the NAIRU estimation methodology and
are constantly improving it [12].

Thus, among the methods of estimating structural unemployment, it is advisable to choose NAIRU as
the most common and researched method, namely NAIRU according to the OECD methodology, since this
organization has the best developed NAIRU estimation methodology. In addition, the OECD member countries
considered in this research are technologically advanced countries, so they can track the latest trends in the
impact of technology on the level of structural unemployment.

In Figure 2 shows the value of this indicator in some countries. There are no sharp jumps or constant
changes in its dynamics, as structural unemployment is characterized by gradual changes, and the factors that
affect it usually form trends for decades (birth rates, labor market structure) and do not change as quickly as
the economic factors that affect cyclical unemployment. In particular, the pandemic has had no impact on the
unemployment rate.

When comparing the NAIRU estimate with the overall unemployment rate, it can be concluded that there
is indeed no economic cycle influence and, accordingly, no cyclical unemployment in NAIRU. Therefore, the
analysis of the impact of technology on NAIRU should give an adequate result. It is also noticeable that, as a
result of smoothing, the natural rate of unemployment may be higher than the real rate for periods.

To find out the level of dependence between the level of technology development and the NAIRU indicator,
an analysis was conducted in MS Excel.

Thus, the sample includes 9 OECD member countries (Canada, Japan, Israel, Australia, Norway, Lithuania,
Czech Republic, Ireland, and the Republic of Korea). These countries are also developed economies according
to the IMF classification. These countries were chosen because NAIRU assessment in them is carried out
according to a single methodology and is available for analysis.

Indicators of technological progress were chosen as factors influencing NAIRU (since progress is the main
determinant of structural unemployment, and factors influencing frictional unemployment, which is also at
least partially present in NAIRU, are difficult to analyze numerically). Among the indicators characterizing the
level of technological development, the following were selected.

— Research and development expenditures (% of GDP) — RDE — show how interested a country is in
creating innovations. The higher the R&D expenditures, the more innovations will be created in the country.

— Charges for the use of intellectual property — CIP — show the level of involvement of modern technologies
in the country.

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— The share of high-tech exports in total exports — HTE — shows how effectively the technologies created
in the country are used and how successful they are, since only a truly competitive technological product can
enter the international market.

— Global Innovation Index — GII, which is calculated annually by the World Intellectual Property
Organization.

The statistics characterizing these indicators were taken from the World Bank database [6] and the World
Intellectual Property Organization [14].

In addition, for better coverage of the dynamics by the model, annual data starting from 2011 were included
in the analysis and a sample of 99 observations was formed (9 OECD countries, data for 2011-2021).

The study's hypothesis will be proved by the existence of an inverse relationship between the indicators of
technological progress and the level of structural unemployment. If a direct relationship is found, the positive
impact of technology on unemployment will be refuted, which will require additional research into the causes
of this phenomenon.

Since one of the independent variables is an absolute number, it was pro-logarithmized to improve the
model (charges for the use of intellectual property CIP).

A brief description of the sample is given in Table 1.

The next step is to test the factors for multicollinearity by forming a correlation matrix (Table 2).
The correlation between the high-tech exports indicator and two other variables (the Global Innovation Index
and R&D expenditure) was found. There is also a relationship between the Global Innovation Index and charges
for the use of intellectual property. Therefore, it was decided to exclude HTE and LN CIP from the model.
An additional reason for this is the absence of a relationship between LN CIP and NAIRU. It is noteworthy
that the correlation coefficients of all factors with NAIRU are negative, indicating an inverse relationship.
At the same time, the relationship between R&D investment and NAIRU is greater than 0.5.

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After checking for multicollinearity, a regression with an R-square value of 0.33 was formed (Table 3).

When creating the model, it was found that the coefficient on GII was statistically insignificant. After
re-including LN CIP and HTE in the model and excluding RDE (multicollinearity) and GII (insignificant
level of relationship and insignificant coefficient in the previous version of the model), another version of the

regression was formed (Table 4).

This model is characterized by a low R-squared value (0.14). Also, the coefficient on LN CIP is statistically
insignificant. Thus, given the results of the first regression, as well as the significant relationship between
R&D investment and NAIRU, it is advisable to identify a one-factor model of NAIRU dependence on R&D

investment (Figure 3).

The relationship in this sample is best represented by a 4th degree polynomial trend line. There is a sufficient
relationship between R&D investment and NAIRU, and the relationship is mostly inverse, as evidenced by
the direction of the trend line. When constructing a linear one-factor model, the strength of the relationship is
lower (the coefficient of determination is 0.33), the coefficient at RDE is -0.82 and is statistically significant,
which further indicates an inverse relationship between the variables.

In general, it can be concluded, on the one hand, that some indicators of the level of technology development
do not have a strong impact on the NAIRU indicator. On the other hand, there is a significant level of correlation
with such an indicator as R&D expenditures, and this relationship is inverse. The reason for this result may be
the presence of frictional unemployed, which are not excluded by the NAIRU estimate. A significant number
of people in developed countries pay attention to self-development and self-realization, so the labor force
is more likely to voluntarily change jobs for better prospects or opportunities, as work is not only a means
of subsistence, but also a means of self-realization to some extent. Further researches can also select other
developed countries or apply other methods of analysis. It is also relevant to analyze the impact of technology
on unemployment in developing countries, as some recent studies have found that the relationship between
unemployment and the spread of the digital economy is stronger in this group of countries, which may be due
to the higher share of frictional unemployed in developed countries [15]. However, it should be noted that there
is no direct link between technological factors and structural unemployment.

Scientists also point out that it is almost impossible to completely separate structural unemployment from
the overall unemployment rate, so the NAIRU estimate, which is constantly being improved, also does not
give a completely accurate result [9; 12]. However, even the available estimates show an inverse relationship
with the level of technology. Given these circumstances, part of the hypothesis about the positive, i.e. inverse,
impact of technology on structural unemployment can be considered proven.

Additionally, for the analysis to be complete, another aspect of unemployment was identified. Structural
unemployment, unlike frictional and cyclical unemployment, is characterized by its long duration. After all,
workers who lost their jobs due to the development of technology cannot find a job without retraining and
retraining, which takes a long time. Therefore, it can be assumed that the higher the share of unemployed who
cannot find a job for a long period of time, the higher the structural unemployment. Thus, the existence of an
inverse relationship between the share of long-term unemployed and the level of technology development
would be an additional argument to support the hypothesis that technology has a positive impact on structural
unemployment.

To prove or disprove this, according to the data of the OECD [16], the share of unemployed workers
who have not worked for more than a year was calculated for 35 OECD member countries over 11 years
and a correlation matrix was formed between this indicator and indicators of technological development
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(Table 5). The share of workers who have been unemployed for more than a year excludes the impact of
seasonal, short-term frictional, and to some extent cyclical unemployment. The hypothesis of the model is that
there is a significant and inverse relationship between the indicators of technology and the share of long-term

unemployment.

There was no sufficient correlation with any of the indicators of technological development, and the model
revealed insignificance of the coefficients for SIR and GII. Also, the R-square value is 0.15. This is too low to
consider the model as explaining the relationship between the variables.

The reasons for this result are the presence of a component of cyclical unemployment in the share of the
long-term unemployed, as well as the social policies of developed countries with high long-term unemployment
payments. Such policies often contribute to the presence of a part of the labor force that does not voluntarily
want to get a job and lives off social payments for a long time. Therefore, the impact of technological progress
explains only 15% of the change in the long-term unemployment rate. Thus, the attempt to distinguish structural
unemployment by its duration has not been successful in this group of countries with their social and economic
policies aimed at protecting and providing for the unemployed.

Conclusions. The research confirmed the hypothesis of a positive, i.e. inverse, impact of technology on
the level of structural unemployment. This means that, despite the fears of some scientists about the growth
of unemployment due to the introduction of modern technologies, and artificial intelligence in particular, at
the present stage, progress creates more new jobs than it eliminates. At the same time, no connection has been
found between the duration of unemployment and the level of technology development. This is primarily
due to the social policy of states, which contributes to the emergence of a share of the labor force that is not
employed and lives off unemployment payments. It was also found that it is inexpedient to single out structural
unemployment due to its duration.

It is worth noting that although the impact of technology on structural unemployment is clearly inverse
at the present stage, as evidenced by negative correlation coefficients and negative statistically significant
coefficients on variables in econometric models, this impact is often not significant or even decisive. Although
technological change is currently contributing more to job creation than job elimination, technology is causing
only minor changes in the unemployment rate. Most of the change in unemployment is attributable to factors
such as government social policy, education, and social benefits. An empirical test of the impact of these
factors on unemployment, including structural unemployment, is a promising area of research.
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Analysis of the impact of technological factors on structural unemployment in developed countries.

The article analyzes the impact of technological factors on the labor market, namely on unemployment.
Structural unemployment is singled out as the one that is most affected by modern technologies. The ways of
empirical identification of structural unemployment are analyzed. An econometric model is formed that reflects the
impact of technology on structural unemployment in some developed countries over the past 11 years. It is found
that this impact is inverse and that not all indicators of technological development have an impact on unemployment.
The reason for this is frictional unemployment, as well as the social policy of developed countries. The author also
calculated the share of the unemployed who have not worked for more than a year and formed a correlation matrix,
which, however, did not reveal a correlation between this indicator and indicators of the level of technological
development. Thus, it is not appropriate to distinguish structural unemployment due to its duration. Conclusions
are drawn about the impact of technological factors on structural unemployment. This influence is inverse, which
proves the hypothesis that technology creates more jobs than it eliminates. However, technology is not recognized
as a determining factor affecting the unemployment rate.

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Introduction. Research on economic security continues to attract constant attention and arouse research
interest in many countries around the world. The end of the Cold War stimulated researchers in international
relations in the United States and other Western countries to reconsider the traditional understanding of
security, including its economic aspect [1—4]. On the other hand, military threats have temporarily receded
into the background, and new economic threats have gained importance and influence, opening up new
directions for research for academic and political communities. Global political thinking has changed,
leading to a transition from purely traditional understanding of national security in the scientific sphere and
from exclusive focus on military power to encompassing other aspects that were previously ignored [5].
The primary objective of this research is to tackle practical challenges and, secondarily, to reassess prevailing
scientific theories and methodologies, adapting them as necessary. With the conclusion of the Cold War and
the accelerated globalization of the global economy, scholars and specialists in the domain of national security
have transitioned their emphasis from military affairs to economic considerations. The present circumstances
undeniably demand dedicated scrutiny and call for a thorough investigation into the intricate interplay among
security, economic dynamics, and military capabilities.

Analysis of recent research and publications. The consideration of China in the context of economic
security also became relevant in the 1990s. Until the mid-1990s, economic reforms and growth took priority
in China's domestic policy, while national security primarily focused on safeguarding territorial integrity and
countering external threats, which was an important aspect of its foreign policy. However, the recognition and
management of instabilities caused by economic growth began to attract increasing attention both conceptually
and in policy formulation, from the mid-1990s onwards [6]. In 1994, the Chinese Academy of Social Sciences
published a monograph titled "The Challenges Facing China's Economy — On National Economic Security" [7],
which became the first monograph in China that dedicated to the systematic study of issues related to national
economic security. He emphasizes that national economic security is a state in which the normal functioning
of the national economy is maintained, and it is not subjected to interference, threats, or destruction from the
internal and external environment. The author also proposed a new comprehensive security concept in China
for the first time, suggesting the idea of creating a comprehensive national security management system.
After the onset of the financial crisis in Southeast Asia in 1997, attention to financial security attracted significant
attention from both the Chinese government and the academic community. Zhao Yuchuan [8] introduced a
quantitative system of indicators for monitoring and warning of economic security in the country, the structure
of which includes financial security, market security, industrial security, social stability, international relations,
and other aspects. Based on the discussion of theories and methods for crisis event prevention in the field of
national economic security, Nie Fuqgiang et al. [9] conducted special studies in over a dozen areas directly
influencing national economic security, such as energy and finance. The research findings have a significant
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impact on the perception of the national economy, and the establishment and improvement of the security
warning system, as well as the development of policies for national economic security, have great guiding value
for another research works. Besides, Zhang Hanlin et al. [10] have divided national economic security into eight
aspects: food security, employment, financial security, market security, energy resources and environmental
security, cultural security, information security, and the security of human capital and technology.

Objectives of the article. The purpose of the study is the concept and definition of economic security
in the academic sphere in China, patterns and trends in the development of social relations in the PRC in
the process of ensuring national security and economic security of the country. The author extensively
examines various aspects of the topic, such as different approaches to the concept of economic security among
Chinese researchers, components of the overall economic security system and its subsystems, as well as their
interactions, and regulatory acts governing national security issues in the country.

The main material of the study. Research on the national economic security of China has been conducted
and discussed in various academic works [11-14], where authors from different perspectives examine the
concept of economic security and identify economic sectors and corresponding indicators that are considered
most important and vulnerable from the standpoint of national security. In general, as stated in the work of
Zha Daojiong [15], where the author concurs that the concept of "security" as defined by Western scholars
is ambiguous, including for China, and that it is challenging to assess China's considerations regarding its
economic security. In this regard, the author utilizes Baldwin's method [16] in its research to define security:
"for whom," "for what values," "from what threats," and "what instruments to apply," in order to study China's
economic security.

It is worth noting that Gu Haibin et al. [17] extensively explored the creation of an early warning indicator
system for China's national economic security, which can be divided into three parts: a system of normative
standards for economic security warning, a regular early warning system for national economic security, and a
system of early warning indicators for national economic security emergencies. Subsequently, the authors [18]
have selected 8 key indicators from these three areas: industrial security, resource security, and foreign trade
security, and based on this, conducted dynamic monitoring and analysis of the impact of the United States on
China's economic security from 2006 to 2010.

In turn, comprehensive studies have been conducted regarding the subsystems of the overall system of
China's national economic security, which include separate studies on energy security [19-22], food security
[23; 24], financial security [25; 26], as well as integrated subsystems resulting from the interaction between
one subsystem and others: financial and food security [27], financial and energy security [28; 29], energy and
food security [28; 30; 31], financial, energy, and food security [32], along with technological security as the
foundation for ensuring the other subsystems [33—35], which is considered a key link for the normal functioning
of the national economic security system. ['pymmoit aBropoBThe issue of economic security arising from the
country's external dependency on key technologies, the leveling or weakening of technical advantages of one
country over others, the non-competitiveness of new technologies in a specific country, and the immaturity
or improper application of technologies was examined by a group of authors [36] from the perspective of
technological provision.

Building upon the literature reviewed regarding perceptions of economic security in China, this article
aims to examine the public management aspects of economic security issues. The primary objective of the
study is to identify the key legislative systems or regulatory methods governing economic security in various
countries, with a specific focus on China. In the context of the growing importance of national economic
security issues, the legislation of the state, legal and regulatory systems, as well as systems of governance,
are vital components of the national economic security system. Particularly crucial is the role of government
administration in ensuring national economic security through conducting inspections and audit investigations
related to the development and implementation of national policies in the field of economic security.
This also entails monitoring the implementation of national policies in this area, establishing mechanisms
for early warning of economic threats, collecting feedback, soliciting opinions and suggestions from relevant
bodies, and encouraging policy adjustments and improvements in this field.

In particular, a group of Chinese researchers [37-39] consider state auditing as a more relevant tool for
ensuring management and control for economic security. They outline the fundamentals of state auditing to
ensure national economic security at both theoretical and practical levels. Bai Shi [40] analyzes the issue
of China's economic security in the context of globalization processes. In his study, he identifies a series of
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external factors, including membership in the World Trade Organization, inflow of foreign direct investment,
and international division of labor, which may influence economic security in several aspects. Among them
are ensuring economic independence and autonomy, coping with international competition and protecting the
national economy, as well as responding to financial crises and the risk of brain drain, which could pose threats
to the country's productive forces and innovation potential. As a result, the author calls for the establishment
of a legislative framework to maintain the country's economic security, as well as the strengthening of
state macro-management and regulation, which are important guarantees for addressing national economic
security issues.

In the context of the global financial crisis in 2008 Ye Weiping [41] argues, that with an open economy,
the country faces a number of external risks that outweigh internal threats, and that this is a pressing issue for
China, which has completed the transition period for accession to the World Trade Organization (WTO) and
entered the phase of comprehensive opening. A clear understanding of this issue will improve China's existing
national economic security strategies and develop measures to mitigate the impact of international financial
crises. Kong Qingjiang [42] investigated the impact of the World Trade Organization's economic and trade
rules on national economic security. In analyzing the attributes of national economic security, he came to
the conclusion that the problems in this area are ultimately related to institutional factors. He noted that self-
righteous exceptions to security could create serious risks, and the misuse of so-called security exceptions
could undermine the entire WTO system.

In the context of globalization, a number of scholars have called for the formulation and adoption of
economic security laws in China [43—45]. In particular, Wu Jiong [43] expresses the view that there is a need
to formulate a number of laws, including the Law on the Promotion of High Technology and Industrial Safety,
the Law on Tax Security Control and the Law on Financial Security Supervision, suggests that China should
effectively counteract intense international competition and regulate the negative effects of such competition,
in this regard, the formulation and implementation of anti-monopoly legislation are key legal measures for
protection. of the domestic market and ensuring national economic security in accordance with the law.

Gu Haibin et al. [44] call for the drafting of a "National Economic Security Law" that facilitates the
procedural resolution of economic security issues, as well as contributes to the prevention of economic
security problems, providing an important protective barrier to the economic development of my country.
The authors justify the need for this law by the fact that, on the one hand, national economic security
directly affects politics, the army, culture, science and technology, and other areas and is related to national
competitiveness and survival. On the other hand, a market economy requires government intervention,
and the law of economic security can effectively prevent systemic risks and promote sustainable
economic development.

Xu Yinggqian [45] shares similar opinions and views, separately noting that the adoption of China's National
Security Law on July 1, 2015 represents a significant step in the development of national security legislation in
the country. According to the new concept of security, economic stability is becoming increasingly important
as the basis of national military and political security. Given the importance of economic security, national
legislation in this area should also be at the top of the agenda. In turn, Tian Penghuei [46] examines the issue
of offence and crime in the economic sphere, as well as the need to develop an economic criminal law that not
only strengthens the relationship between economic and criminal law, but also contributes to the fairness and
objectivity of judicial decisions and penalties. Thus, in the author's opinion, economic actors can foresee the
legal consequences of their actions, stimulating legitimate economic activity and ensuring economic freedom
and security.

At the same time, researchers also pay attention to national economic security strategies. Chen Bin et al.
[47] argues that on the issue of national economic security research, many countries have long integrated it into
their national strategies and developed appropriate national economic security plans, but China's research in
this area remains insufficient. Gu Haibin et al. [48] through a historical analysis of the evolution of economic
security strategy in the United States, shows that economic security is closely interrelated with national
security, and political, diplomatic, cultural, and economic tools are used in the process of ensuring the latter.
A country's economic prosperity has become the foundation of its activities, and ensuring economic security
is becoming increasingly important to sustain that prosperity. Thus, the authors suggest that when analyzing
China's economic security strategy, it is also necessary to take into account the relationship with economic,
political, diplomatic, military, and cultural policies.
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Over time, the national strategy of economic security in any country is constantly adapting to the changing
conditions of economic development. For example, in the works carried out by scientists, published with a
difference of 20 years [49; 50] the author traces the differences and updated programs in Japan's economic
security strategy. In an article published in 2002 [49], 3 specific plans and objectives in Japan's economic
security strategy were identified that are important and meaningful for China: Japan attaches particular
importance to the integration of advanced foreign technologies and the development of domestic scientific
and technological personnel; Japan, as a country with limited natural resources but a high population density,
has been actively promoting the use of foreign resources and expanding its presence in international markets
to ensure its economic growth; Japan attaches importance to the formulation of industrial policies, the most
important component of which is the development of selected industrial sectors, which are considered priority
for investment. However, in the latest work of 2022, the researcher, against the backdrop of the adoption of a
new law on ensuring economic security in Japan, designates the purpose of the development and adoption of
this law as "alleviating the dilemma of security and economic dependence of Japan, achieving a useful status
in the face of international changes, maintaining the "international order" [50], on which Japan relies favorably
in the international structure, as well as containing the growth of China's influence." Thus, due to the change
in China's economic scale and "the imposition of sanctions by the United States on Chinese companies, which
may put Japanese companies on the sanctions list and exclude them from key technological and industrial
alliances by excluding them from the supply chain, so Japan may have to support and follow the US sanctions
against China," a new economic security strategy has been formulated by the Japanese government.

In addition, the group of authors also considered economic security strategies in Western European countries
(the United Kingdom and the European Union) [51; 52], emphasizing the importance of establishing a
UK-style system of legal regulation of economic security and efforts to develop a set of strategies for assessing
and responding to economic security risks for key economic sectors and areas.

The above is followed by a review of the legislation, the system of legal regulation, and the structure of
the state apparatus to ensure economic security in China. With the acceleration of economic globalization,
the links between different countries and regions have become closer. As a result of increased tensions and
military conflicts in Eastern Europe and the Middle East, the destructive power of various security incidents
has increased significantly, highlighting primarily national economic security issues such as trade disputes
and economic barriers between countries, as well as disruptions in the global food supply chain. As a result,
these issues of ensuring national economic security have attracted the attention of society in various countries.
From the point of view of public administration, the author acknowledges that the key factor in maintaining
national economic security should be the establishment of an institutional framework that includes the
prevention of threats, ensuring access to key resources, industries and regions through monitoring mechanisms,
as well as promoting sustainable and stable development of the national economy. All these goals, principles
and methods should be clearly enshrined in legislation.

However, it is worth noting that at the moment, China has not yet adopted a systematic, comprehensive
law on national economic security, and there is no strategy on economic security. Separate provisions relating
to economic security are found in several laws and regulations, but they are only sporadically presented and
do not form a single system of prevention and centralized response. Further, within the framework of the
established hierarchy of legal acts and taking into account the legal force of international treaties, it is necessary
to consider the legal regulation of economic security in China.

Conclusions. Thus, our research shows that scientists, on the basis of their research on economic security,
call for state politicians and government agencies of the PRC to pay more and more attention to issues of
national economic security. In the PRC, this is manifested, firstly, in the proposal to improve research activities
related to the economic security of the country as a whole, as well as in individual subsystems; Secondly,
in improving legislation in the field of ensuring security in the economic sphere, as well as improving the
organization of the activities of state security bodies. Special attention should be devoted to further research
on indicators characterizing macroeconomic dynamics in the new conditions observed in recent years. In this
context, recent events confirm previous literature's assertions regarding the inadequacy of legislation regulating
economic security in China to correspond with macroeconomic dynamics. Consequently, national economic
policy should pay more attention to indicators, especially those that, in our opinion, reflect the level and quality
of ensuring economic security.

The author extensively examines various aspects of the topic, such as different approaches to the
concept of economic security among Chinese researchers, components of the overall economic security system and
its subsystems, as well as their interactions, and regulatory acts governing national security issues in the country.
Special attention is paid to the potential use of the results of this research for comparative analysis in conducting
other similar studies. The methodological basis is the dialectical method of cognition, within which a combination
of general scientific methods (historical, logical analysis and synthesis) and specific scientific methods (comparative
legal analysis, content analysis, etc.) is applied for theoretical research. The study on the national economic security
of the People's Republic of China has been conducted and discussed, where the authors examine the concept of
economic security from various perspectives and identify economic sectors and corresponding indicators deemed
most important and vulnerable in terms of national security. The main conclusions of the study suggest that taking
into account the nuances of interpreting and perceiving economic security in the academic sphere of China, as
well as the administrative and legal provision of national security in the PRC, will contribute to the improvement
of scientific research and legislative activities of other countries in this field. Furthermore, it will lead to a clearer
definition of theoretical concepts and practical activities in the sphere of economic security of the state. Additionally,
resolving common issues related to ensuring national security from the perspective of state governance will be
facilitated.

Successful cases of start-up development in higher
education institutions.

The article explores the importance and positive impact of fostering and supporting startups in educational
institutions. The authors examine various cases of successful incubation and implementation of innovative projects
that have emerged in university environments, providing insights into the key success factors of these projects. The
article meticulously analyzes the strategies and methods that have helped these startups succeed, focusing on aspects
such as selecting promising ideas, forming effective teams, ensuring financial stability, and implementing efficient
marketing strategies. Additionally, the article sheds light on important factors that have contributed to the successful
development of startups in educational institutions, including support from university administration, the presence
of infrastructure for innovation support, and access to mentorship. The authors of the article draw conclusions
and formulate recommendations for further improving the conditions for supporting and fostering the startup
environment in higher education institutions. These recommendations may include expanding the support program
for student enterprises, attracting additional sources of funding, and increasing the accessibility of resources for
student entrepreneurs. Additionally, the article discusses an innovative approach to promoting the development of
startups at the Sikorsky Challenge Start-up School of the National University "Yuri Kondratyuk Poltava Polytechnic".
The authors investigate the organization of the Junior START-UP 2023 competition, designed for first-year students.
Over a period of more than two months in 2023, a process of training and preparation for startups from various
institutes and faculties of the university was conducted. Twenty-one teams and over 100 students from various
specialties participated in the competition, motivated to compete for a prize fund of 10,000 hryvnias provided by
the university leadership. Overall, the article focuses on creating a conducive environment for entrepreneurship and
innovation in university institutions and provides specific recommendations to achieve this goal.

The article explores the possibilities of the Interreg Europe grant program funded by the European Union.
It is emphasized that since Ukraine became a full-fledged partner of the Program only in 2024, two of the four
grant competitions are relevant for Ukrainian communities, within which public authorities at all levels, non-
profit organizations, and other public law entities have the opportunity to implement projects for a more effective
regional development policy together with partners from EU member states and EU accession candidates.
The study demonstrates the peculiarity of the Interreg Europe program, namely that projects that have a wide
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coverage (going beyond transnational territories), combine more and less developed regions, and cover regional
development topics, namely: “Smart Europe”, “Green Europe”, “United Europe”, “Social Europe”, “Europe closer
to citizens”, “Better Regional Governance”. The program can finance projects to be implemented by 5—16 partners
with grant funding of up to EUR 1 to EUR 2 million. It is emphasized that the amount of the grant for one project
cannot exceed 80% for public authorities of all levels and public law entities, and 70% for non-profit organizations.
Project costs. Based on the results of the analysis of the goals, priorities of the Interreg Europe Program and all
the eligibility criteria for the grant competition, as well as the formal requirements for the application, a number of
recommendations have been developed and proposed for anyone who wants to use the program's grants to implement
regional development projects in Ukraine. To summarize: the impact of the project activities is obvious: individuals
and organizations involved in regional development policy will increase their professional level by participating
in Interreg Europe projects, they will be able to improve the development and implementation of their policies;
institutions at the local, regional or national level will be more effective in implementing their regional development
policies and programs.

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Thearticle provides an analysis of the key aspects of Ukraine's logistics system. [treviews the historical development
of the country's transportation logistics and traces its dynamics.

It is noted
that, under current conditions, military logistics becomes of particular importance. The contemporary state of the

industry, characterized by infrastructure development, integration of new technologies, yet facing challenges caused
by infrastructural limitations, regulatory barriers, and the impact of military conflicts, is examined. Emphasis is made
on the reasons that hinder the acceleration of the development of logistic processes in Ukraine. The prospects of the
industry include further modernization, digitization, and integration with global logistics networks, requiring the
attraction of investments and international cooperation. The article stresses the importance of logistics for economic
growth and Ukraine's integration into the global economy, offering recommendations for further development of
the sector, specifically: focus on the expansion and modernization of the road network, railways, and port facilities,
including through private investments and international financial support; minimizing bureaucracy in the logistics
sector, simplifying customs procedures, and creating more transparent conditions for business; special attention
should be given to enhancing the security of transport routes, particularly through the development of monitoring
systems and the implementation of modern security technologies; the application of cutting-edge technologies and
automated management systems can significantly improve the efficiency of logistics operations; the development of
bilateral and multilateral agreements with other countries and international organizations will facilitate the opening
of new markets and strengthen Ukraine's integration into the global logistics system; an important aspect will be the
integration of environmental standards and practices into logistics processes, aimed at reducing the carbon footprint
and enhancing the sector's environmental sustainability.
Key words: logistics, transportation, analysis, logistic processes, development trends.
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Introduction. The effectiveness of entrepreneurial activity is determined by a multitude of factors, both
general and specific, that are utilized to address a wide range of tasks faced by a competitive enterprise.
Pricing, being one of the criteria for the efficient operation of an enterprise in a market economy, is used for
calculating prices as an essential component of the competitiveness of products (works, services) and the
organization as a whole.

Price is a fundamental economic category that represents the amount equivalent to a one-time payment at
which the seller agrees to sell and the buyer is willing to purchase a unit of goods. Since the price of a certain
quantity of goods is its value, it is better to speak of the price as the monetary value of a unit of goods, products,
or services (often referred to as tariffs when it comes to providing services).

Analysis of recent research and publications. The issue of competitive struggle has been examined
in the works of well-known Western economists such as A. Smith, D. Ricardo, M. Porter, A.A. Thompson,
A.J. Strickland, and others. In recent years, there has been a number of publications on this problem, among
which the works of L.M. Mykhalina, X.M. Gumby, A.A. Korosteliev, V.N. Stakhanov, and others stand out.
Pricing strategies have been studied in the works of L. Hlushchenko, T. Sak; specific issues regarding pricing
features are described in the works of T.V. Kostash, A.A. Mykhalkiv, O.S. Shcherbyna. However, at the same
time, certain problems related, for example, to pricing policy as an object of managerial influence in the
process of ensuring the competitiveness of an enterprise have not been fully explored.

Objectives of the article. The aim of the research is to identify the elements of market management
mechanisms that lead to an increase in the competitiveness of products (works, services) as a result of the
correct choice of pricing methods.

The main material of the study. In a market economy, enterprises face the necessity of independently
regulating their policies regarding prices, goods, product distribution, organization of promotional activities,
personnel, and so on. In recent years, there has been an increase in the role of product pricing and a shift in
attitudes toward it. The process of developing pricing policy is one of the most complex and responsible areas
of management, based on the study of market conditions (levels and dynamics of product prices, forms of price
and non-price competition used in this market) and the analysis of the financial indicators of the enterprise’s
activities.

Effective pricing policy in business should align with market trends and take into account available resources
to ensure the achievement of the best possible results. It can be said that the pricing policy of many companies
often turns out to be insufficiently qualified. The most common mistakes include: pricing that is overly cost-
oriented; product prices poorly adapted to changes in market conditions; and product prices varying depending
on different types of products, market segments, etc. [4].

Pricing belongs to one of the most complex and responsible sections of management. Therefore, an
incorrect decision regarding product pricing can not only worsen the financial and economic performance of
the enterprise but also create a risk of bankruptcy.
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The right price for a product offers many advantages to a company. First, unlike most methods used to
stimulate demand, setting product prices does not require additional monetary expenses, as in the case of
conducting promotional activities, product customization, or career advancement. Second, it is easier for
consumers to assess the attractiveness of a product expressed in its price than to consider advertising. Third,
even if such stimulation methods as personal sales and advertising organization are primary, the product price
can be used as a powerful means of support.

An enterprise must sell its goods at a price acceptable to the consumer, not at a price that seems more
attractive to the enterprise itself. Therefore, the price of a product is the most complex element of the
market-it links demand and supply. It is a dynamic mechanism that constantly changes and flexibly adapts
to market fluctuations. The competitiveness and market position of an enterprise depend on the price level of
its products [2].

For developing an effective pricing policy, it is crucial to consider all the determining factors, which can
be conveniently divided into external and internal factors. By examining these, two broad categories can be
identified: internal and external constraints and opportunities (see Figure 1).

Among the main internal factors that limit the offerings of a specific producer, we can include:

— Characteristics of the production process (small-scale or individual production versus mass
production).

— Specifics of the products manufactured (degree of processing, uniqueness, quality).

— Organizational level, degree of utilization of advanced production methods.

— Market strategy and tactics of the producer (orientation towards one or several market segments).

Among the main external factors that limit the demand for a specific manufacturer’s product, the following
can be mentioned:

— Consumer preferences for this product.

— Buyers’ income level.

— Consumer expectations regarding future price changes and their own incomes.

— Prices of related goods (substitutes, complements).

Prices and non-price incentives of competitors [7].

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Many external factors cannot be controlled by the enterprise but can be taken into account in pricing.
For example, the financial and credit sphere affects the level and dynamics of prices, while the direct managerial
influence on prices comes from changes in the purchasing power of the currency. It is also necessary to consider
the fact that the state regulates prices in several main directions: prohibition of horizontal and vertical price
fixing, and even prohibition of price discrimination.

The methodology of pricing process includes the following elements:

1. Price policy — the overall outcome that the seller obtains by selling its products at established prices.

2. Pricing strategy — a specific generalized plan for functioning with a set of the most important decisions,
as a result of which pricing policy is formed.

The system for determining pricing strategy involves the following:

1. Gathering data on factors that determine the pricing system using all available methods that are lawful.
The indicators studied and the results should preferably be presented in the form of tables with numerical data,
tests, graphs, questionnaires, and diagrams.

2. Strategic analysis of the obtained data at the following levels:

— At the macroeconomic level, the so-called macro-level within the framework of foreign economic
relations and the state.

— At the regional (segmental and zonal) level, i.e., at the meso-level.

— At the seller’s level, i.e., at the micro-level [11].

3. Direct coordination of the entire long-term functioning plan from a set of the most important decisions
according to the objectives of pricing policy, i.e., determining the pricing strategy for the product.

The main directions of the seller’s pricing strategy can be characterized theoretically in three ways:

1. The price is set below the economic value of the product, with the price (P) to value (C) ratio being less
than one (P/C < 1).

2. The price is set at the level of the economic value of the product, with the price (P) to value (C) ratio
being equal to one (P/C = 1).

3. The price is set above the economic value of the product, with the price (P) to value (C) ratio being
greater than one (P/C > 1).

However, the determination of the product’s value is somewhat subjective and depends on the individual
and human factors [13].

Undoubtedly, when establishing a pricing strategy, the competitive environment has its influence, so
the combination of orientations towards both buyers and competitors is unquestionably relevant with the
development of market relations. For example, in a developed market with a similar range of products amidst
intense competition, the determination of economic value is synonymous with the prices of competitors.
Statistics have a wide range of methods for analyzing economic data. These include statistics of random
variables, multidimensional statistical analysis, time series statistics, price and pricing statistics, non-parametric
statistics, and others.

Different terminology is used in economic literature to define pricing strategies. Often, the use of the term
«method» or «approach» describes the logical meaning of pricing strategies outlined in this study.

The possibilities and challenges of forming an effective pricing policy depend on the type of market in which
the company sells its products. Consumers have a significant influence on the company’s pricing decisions.
Therefore, to substantiate an effective pricing policy, it is crucial to consider that the price of a product in
market conditions is determined by the mutual pressure of the seller and the buyer, dealing with costs, where
consumer value determines whether these costs are socially necessary, i.e., whether the product can satisfy
social needs.

Currently, the most important factor affecting the level of prices is competition. The environment in which
prices prevail in the markets is characterized not only by the similarity of goods and services but also by a high
degree of competition. In such conditions, it is important for firms to set prices correctly.

Inflated prices repel customers and attract them to competing companies, while price reductions do not
create conditions for effective production activities. The environment in which prices are controlled by the
company is characterized by limited competition and differences in products (services) [10].

There is a close relationship between price and market demand, which is inversely proportional
to the price of the product. This relationship is explained by the law of demand elasticity and pricing.
The economic demand effect is that when the price of goods increases (all other conditions being equal), demand
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decreases. Expanding the market niche for this product will lead to a price decrease because, in this case,
it will not sell.

The choice of market niche and pricing strategy by a business is determined by the cost structure, buyer
motivation to orient in the market, the previously occupied market position, and reputation among customers.
Pricing should be determined in close coordination with defining production volumes, cost control, product
manufacturing, advertising methods, and marketing. The development of a company’s pricing policy and
strategy involves three stages:

I. Collection of initial information.

I1. Strategic stage.

II1. Information formation and strategy analysis [1].

An important step is identifying the list of existing and potential competitors whose activities may most
significantly impact the profitability of the company’s product sales, determining the level of contract prices
for products produced by existing competitors, and assessing how these prices differ from actual transaction
prices. For example, it can be argued that the advantages and disadvantages inherent in competitors’ products
in production and sales affect customer reputation, product quality, product range, etc.

Market segment analysis allows for differentiating prices on the products manufactured by the enterprise
to maximally account for differences between market segments in terms of buyer sensitivity to product price
levels and the company’s production costs [8].

Competitive analysis assesses possible competitor responses to changes in product prices and specific
measures that may be taken accordingly. Therefore, considering all factors influencing the company’s pricing
policy, each business must develop the most effective pricing policy in accordance with its goals and operational
characteristics.

Conclusions. One of the most important factors determining the effectiveness of a company’s activities
is an effective pricing policy. By examining modern approaches to forming a company’s pricing policy, it
was noted that pricing strategy is the starting point for making decisions on the selling price in each specific
transaction. The strategic pricing objectives are calculated for the long term and allow for forecasting profit
volumes and market share. The chosen pricing policy has a multifaceted impact on the functioning of the
enterprise. The essence of the target pricing policy lies in setting product prices and adjusting them according
to market conditions to obtain the maximum possible market share, achieve the planned profit volume, and
successfully resolve all strategic and tactical tasks. This fact determines the impact of the pricing policy on the
company’s competitiveness.
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The article examines the theoretical aspects of the formation of the company's pricing policy, analyzes its
formation, and develops measures for its optimization. The economic content of the price policy is disclosed, the
internal and external factors affecting the formation of the price policy are characterized. It is noted that the price

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Introduction. The marketing strategy determines the direction of activity of the construction company in
the market of construction products. Its existence ensures the formation of coordinated marketing goals for
each department, forces the management of the construction company to constantly evaluate the strengths and
weaknesses of its activity and identify alternative opportunities for using resources.

The practical basis for formulating a marketing strategy for a construction company is a comprehensive
study of the regional market, including:

— study of market demand for goods and requirements for consumption properties of products;

— determination of the level of competitiveness of manufactured products;

— analysis of market segmentation and determination of market segments that are most suitable for the
profile of construction products;

— study of the entrepreneurial structure of the market, primarily of competing enterprises, their competitive
advantages and weaknesses;

— study of sales forms and methods adopted in trade practice in this product segment, including the methods
of conducting purchase and sale transactions, their forms, existence of intermediary organizations;

— study of socio-psychological characteristics and motivation of buyers.

Let's consider three main opportunities for the intensive growth of a construction company as part of a
marketing strategy:

— deep entry into the market when the market capacity of the construction product is large and the production
capabilities of the construction organization are almost unlimited;

— expansion of market boundaries by introducing existing products to new markets, which require
significant marketing efforts and a willingness to enter into fierce competition from the construction company;

— product improvement, which is expressed by the construction company's attempts to increase sales by
creating new or improved products for existing markets (for example, changing the zoning, planning and
comfort of the residential area).

The greatest opportunity for intensive growth of a construction company exists when entering a new
market, especially when introducing fundamentally new products (for example, new building materials or
technologies) to it, as well as when working "to order", which is typical.

In the process of intensive development of construction enterprises, special attention should be paid to
improving the capital structure in order to create conditions for increasing the market value of the construction
enterprise and increasing investment attractiveness.

However, in the organizational and economic conditions prevailing in the region, such enterprises, especially
small and medium-sized enterprises, cannot activate investment processes on their own. This situation is
associated not only with the lack of investments, but also with the lack of development of the strategic planning

and management system, the inability of the management team to analyze, forecast and develop the strategic
plans of the enterprise.

The following marketing strategies are possible when the construction company has a strong position in the
market or can gain additional benefits by moving within the industry (region):

— regressive integration, which consists of strict control over suppliers (for example, appropriation of
enterprises of production and technological equipment, construction industry, etc.);

— progressive integration when there are attempts to acquire property or when the system of distribution
and exchange is strictly controlled (for example, if a construction company controls the activity of realtors in
the real estate market);

— horizontal integration, which is expressed by the establishment of strict control over competing enterprises
(for example, the creation of large construction corporations in the region).

Along with strategic changes, an important task is to shape and mobilize the potential of the construction
company to implement the chosen strategy. From this point of view, there are two very important points — the
distribution of enterprise resources on separate components of the strategy, as well as on time. For this, the
management of the construction company should create strategic guidelines (criteria) regarding the use of
funds that determine the purposes for which expenses can be incurred.

At the stage of strategy implementation, the need for funds for solving individual tasks and performing
functions should be analyzed, and priorities should be determined in the distribution of funds.

The role of marketing strategy in intensive development of construction enterprises

Priorities are set so that funding is most appropriate for the implementation of the strategy.

The process of mobilizing resources at the stage of strategy implementation includes their efficient allocation
as well as the assessment and maintenance of capital flow sources. The main tool used to allocate resources is
the preparation and execution of a budget, which includes not only cash, but also capital, inventory, sales, etc.

The management should pay close attention to the optimization of the company's structures. At the same
time, the question of creating a management system and technology that ensures the efficient operation of the
company is equally important for the modern leader.

It is impossible to improve management without learning, systematizing and generalizing the experience of
developing public relations, both in the economy as a whole and in the field of construction.

In the current socio-economic situation, in the context of the search for optimal ways of informatization of
the society and in the context of Azerbaijan's entry into the global information space, it is important to solve
the multidimensional problem of document management support, with its help, the documentation processes,
the organization of documents and document circulation, and its normative or regular character.

Organizational activity of managers is based on knowledge of management theory and its methodological
foundations.

Skilled management is impossible without knowing the science of management and increasing the
professional potential of the leader.

At the same time, it is necessary to know this past in order not to invent what is already known in the
past. The historical approach to the study of management theory allows a better understanding of the modern
problems, principles, laws and methodological foundations of management.

It is always useful to refer to the experience of improving management in one's own country and abroad, to
study the achievements of scientific thought in a historical aspect.

Formulating a development strategy for a construction company is a rather complex and long
process. Its purpose is to choose a strategic alternative that will increase the efficiency of the enterprise in the
long term.

Research shows that the strategic choice made by construction company managers is influenced by
various factors:

— high management is prone to risk;

— past experience with strategies;

— relations between the owners of the construction company.

In the process of implementing strategies at each level of management, their own tasks are solved and
functions assigned to one or another level are performed. We will consider only the upper level of management,
which is the subject of strategic management. In the process of implementing strategies, its activity includes
the following stages:
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— The first stage involves an in-depth study of the state of the organizational and economic environment,
goals and developed strategies.

At this stage, the following main tasks are solved: strategic goals are finally defined, their degree of
correctness and compatibility with each other, as well as the state of the environment are clarified.

— In the second stage, the top management of the construction company should make decisions about the
efficient use of the resources it has.

At this stage, the assessment and distribution of resources is carried out, conditions are created for employees
to be interested in the process of implementing strategies. An important task is to match the resources to the
implemented strategies.

— In the third stage, the top management makes decisions about the organizational structure.
The compatibility of the existing organizational structure with the adopted strategies for implementation
is clarified and, if necessary, appropriate changes are made in the existing organizational structure of the
construction company.

— The fourth step is to revise the strategy implementation plan if the changing business environment
requires it.

The strategies of a construction company are mainly determined by the influence of the external and
internal environment on the nature of the decisions made, but the strategic decisions themselves also affect the
processes occurring in the internal and external environment.

When environmental conditions are complex and uncertain, there is a risk of deviation from strategic goals,
and in this case management methods are needed to reduce the negative impact of environmental factors.

In addition, at each stage of development, organizational forms and methods of management should be
adequate to the constantly changing conditions of construction production, they should also be flexible and
dynamic based on scientific methods of analysis and formation of organizational systems, justification and
management decisions.

In our opinion, by using active strategic partnership tactics, the construction company can choose the
way to create stronger relations with buyers (customers) by directly involving them in the development
and implementation of investment projects, improvement, modernization and development programs of
construction production. Based on the formation of general goals, in close cooperation with buyers (customers),
the construction company gets the opportunity to get more complete information about the directions of market
development, to estimate the needs for future products, to maximize the probability of success and to minimize
the required time. to develop and market construction products, to create relationships of trust and mutual
respect between leadership groups.

The formation of a development strategy is a set of specific interrelated and interdependent elements united
by a single global goal - to ensure and maintain a high level of competitive advantage for a construction
company. The formed development strategy should be aimed at ensuring the competitive advantage
of the construction company. Like any system, strategy is influenced by certain laws, it is integrity,
integrativeness, communication, etc. should be immanently inherent in such characteristics. This means
that the greatest effect is achieved when all components of the development strategy are implemented in the
development strategy:

— conditions of coordination from a single center;

— decisions made within each of the components are related to time and resources and do not conflict with
each other.

With a certain level of strategic resources, a construction company has the potential to achieve global and
local dynamic development goals in a competitive environment.

Contractor construction project marketing

Designing a marketing plan in a contractor construction organization has a number of features. Although
the last building object in this organization is the construction site, its role is mainly advertising. A pre-agreed
set of production services acts as a product in a contract-type construction organization, and the company
itself acts as a service enterprise in a certain segment of the construction market. In short, the peculiarity of
marketing in the construction of a construction contracting organization is a combination of the characteristic
features of service and industrial enterprises. Marketing in this area is borderline, so a complex approach to
solving the problems is required; Marketing in this type of construction has quite specific characteristics that
are not characteristic of most manufacturing and construction enterprises.
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The main goal of all marketing strategies in the construction contractor organization is the integration
of science, technology and marketing in construction, including the creation and maintenance of the vital
activity level of all systems for the collection, exchange and processing of reliable data between all companies.
departments and institutions of the construction enterprise to provide continuous, controlled and predictable
sales of a number of construction-type services. It is impossible to imagine a modern, successful enterprise
without a modern and well-thought-out marketing strategy and a management that can combine modern
management methods and entrepreneurial ability. The classic scheme of organizing and implementing a
marketing plan in a construction enterprise envisages its internal and external division, respectively.

It is impossible not to mention that the pace of development of marketing technologies in construction is
rather slow compared to other economic sectors. This happens because the processes of interaction between
clients and customers are quite complex. The construction relationship system includes entities such as
customers, subcontractors and general contractors, providers responsible for logistics, investors and project
managers. Construction marketing is inextricably linked with the organization of the construction process and
has a number of unique features.

The difficulty of development of marketing in construction is that construction organizations have a rather
wide structure scattered over large areas. Despite the dispersion of construction entities, some of them are
seasonal in nature, which means their mobility and autonomy, as well as their readiness to move production
facilities to another place at any time in accordance with the terms of the contracts.

Natural and climatic conditions are factors that directly affect the speed of delivery of a construction project
and can also reduce the reliability of predictions about the time of completion and commissioning of the
project, which is likely to be negatively received by the client. For example, if the deposits of sand and gravel
are located far from the construction site, it is worth considering the unavoidable costs of transportation.

The program developed by the marketing agency is the basis, takes a central place in the planning of the
enterprise's activities and serves as a guide for organizational and construction plans. Thanks to marketing
programs, enterprises will be able to realistically evaluate opportunities, shortcomings and key differences
from competitors, as well as eliminate operational errors. Using a well-designed marketing program helps to
optimize the allocation of funding, tangible and intangible assets.

A very important economic process that optimizes marketing functions in construction is market
segmentation. This concept means identifying the most profitable location for the enterprise by differentiating
potential real estate buyers according to economic, demographic and geographical indicators.

There are several tactics that can be used by construction companies:

— consolidated marketing, the purpose of which is to maximize the number of sales of a specific type of
property;

— differentiated marketing, the purpose of which is to develop a strategic program covering all competitive
areas. When using this tactic, the maximum possible number of sales is achieved, as well as reducing business
risk and stabilizing profits in the future.

It is not enough to implement marketing programs, it is important to manage them properly.
Marketing activity in construction is the adaptation of the enterprise's activity to the current market conditions.
It has several important stages:

— analysis and market conditions;

— determining the purpose of the organization's activity;

— comprehensive development of marketing measures;

— implementation of intended goals.

The construction enterprise is characterized by general laws and principles of economic management.
At the same time, construction, as a field of material production, differs from industry in many ways: it has
its own technical and economic characteristics, which are characteristic only for this industry, related to the
specific nature of the products it produces and construction processes. Understanding and taking into account
the objective characteristics of construction is a necessary condition for the correct selection of forms and
methods of planning, organizing and managing construction production.

Conclusions. The solution of socio-economic problems of construction production enterprises is directly
related to the development of the country's economy determined by the state policy, because the effective
functioning of many areas of the national economy directly depends on its development. The analysis of the
current situation by forms of ownership allows us to note the presence of enterprises and organizations with
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different forms of ownership in the construction complex, the decrease in the share of state enterprises, but
the volume of investments absorbed by private enterprises. To date, the development of local construction is
characterized by the lack of a clearly defined position in the market for many enterprises, in which they cannot
plan their activities in the short or very long term. The lack of a strategic concept and management that takes
into account the uncertainty of various development options and the state of the external environment should
also be attributed to the general problems of the development of industrial enterprises.

Prediction of possible changes in development conditions under the influence of external and internal factors
is not used in practice. At present, one of the approaches that ensure the efficient operation of construction
enterprises in the market conditions is the marketing approach to the management of construction enterprises.
Marketing allows the system to orient itself to the environment, to define strategic and tactical goals of
activity and to design programs for their implementation. Due to the complexity and longevity of construction
production, it requires a scientific approach to strategic management, within which a marketing strategy is
developed. At the same time, the marketing strategy is the purposeful delivery of the content and form of the
marketing organization in accordance with the market requirements.

The concept of developing a marketing strategy is related to taking into account the requirements of the
market environment, consumer demands and the competitive advantages of the enterprise and helps to develop
and implement the most realistic strategic plan that ensures the enterprise maintains its productivity.

Taking into account the importance of marketing for the efficient operation of construction enterprises,
the analysis of the state and level of development of marketing in this field was carried out in the Republic
of Azerbaijan. The conducted marketing analysis allows us to conclude that the management of construction
enterprises underestimates the role of marketing functions as a constructive basis for increasing the competitive
stability of enterprises. This poses a threat to the future existence of businesses, especially small businesses,
as today there is an increase in the growth rate of the industry and the number of competing businesses is
increasing accordingly.

A strategic analysis is given an important place for the formulation and implementation of an effective
marketing strategy for a construction company. This analysis should be carried out in the following order:

— market environment (macro environment and immediate environment);

— the internal environment of the construction company.

The analysis of the dynamically changing market environment and the forecast of the future development
of the market are the main stages of the formation of a marketing strategy for a construction company.
It is possible to develop effective strategic plans and goals only on the basis of a comprehensive study
of the main market trends and changes in the marketing environment. At the same time, they take into account
the capabilities and state of the enterprise's own management resources and link future market opportunities
with them.
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The purpose of the analysis of the socio-economic environment is to determine the social and socio-economic
aspects related to the development and evaluation of the project strategy and marketing concept. These aspects can
reflect the society and its culture, social and economic situation, politics in the regions, as well as existing rules,
traditions and customs, etc. The scope and depth of marketing research is determined by the complexity or novelty of
the research. Determining the appropriate methods and means of conducting marketing research should be consistent
with the objectives and limitations. A fairly important point in conducting research is the assessment of necessary
and sufficient information. Since the collection of information itself has a high cost in the modern economy, its
collection process requires adequate management. An external and internal analysis should be carried out in each
specific project, but the base set, as a rule, remains the same. Market structure analysis is usually the identification
and quantification of different market segments. At the same time, there are many models for the analysis of market
segments, which are a combination of different criteria or directions for segmentation, market (structuring).

Such criteria can be consumer segmentation: with the benefit obtained from the use of the product; through life;
gender and age; geographic; about the situations of consumers; according to the rules (strategies) for the selection of
goods; brand loyalty; due to price sensitivity; using the classifiers of the sectors of the national economy; according
to the way you shop. Analysis of market capacity is aimed at predicting potential sales realistically in a certain
place, determining the goods sold. When analyzing market capacity, it is very important to identify and account for
seasonal or other fluctuations in sales. In our opinion, when choosing a strategy for the development of construction
enterprises, it is necessary to be guided by a system of objective preconditions for the formulation of the main
strategies, because real success depends not only on the rational organization of production, cost, but also on the
reduction, resource efficiency, increase in labor productivity and other organizational and production factors, but
also from the ability to adapt to the external environment, the needs of consumers, the competition of commodity
producers, distribution channels and the movement of goods, ie. it also depends on the marketing strategy.

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Orest Korenovskyy, PhD in Economics, Doctoral Student, Nicolaus Copernicus Superior School (Warsaw, Republic
of Poland). Clustering of banking activities: the experience of the Frankfurt Financial Centre.

The article analyses scientific approaches to the organisation of cluster formations in the financial services sector
and studies possibilities of adaptation of the experience of formation and development of the Frankfurt Financial
Centre to the Ukrainian realities of the financial market. The main directions of scientific research of domestic and
foreign scholars on the formation and functioning of financial clusters are presented. It has been determined that
the main advantages of participation in cluster formations are the possibility of expanding activities, increasing
innovation activity within the cluster, economies of scale and increasing productivity. The clustering of financial
structures is based on geographical location and common values of the cluster members and helps to create a
favourable business environment at the regional level. The quality of communication links between cluster members
improves, business communication intensifies and information exchange is accelerated. The development of cluster
initiatives helps to reduce the negative effects of global and local economic crises on the financial services market
by combining the efforts of market participants. The study identifies the characteristics of cluster formations, based
on the classical definition of the concept of “cluster” by M.E. Porter. The features of financial clusters have been
identified, taking into account the specifics of their functioning. The most powerful financial clusters in Europe have
been allocated according to the Global Financial Centres Index. The structure of the Frankfurt Financial Centre is
analysed and the characteristics of its individual elements are presented: cluster core members; trading platform;
regulatory bodies; partner clusters; and support organisations. The article establishes that the cluster approach allows
to increase the efficiency of financial organisations and can be used to increase the level of social responsibility
and efficiency of sustainable development of our country, its individual regions and the financial sector of Ukraine,
modernisation of the national policy of strategic development and stimulation of innovation activity of financial
sector organisations, effective interaction and cooperation between organisations in the financial services market,
governmental organisations and representatives of the public.

Key words: cluster, Frankfurt Financial Centre, financial organisations, agglomeration, ranking of world financial
centres.
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Introduction. Analysing and forecasting seasonal fluctuations in budget revenues at various levels is an
important component of effective public finance management. In today's environment of war and economic
instability, the government and local authorities face the need to accurately plan their revenues and expenditures,
which must be preceded by detailed analysis and forecasting. Seasonal fluctuations in budget revenues can
arise from a variety of factors, such as changes in consumer activity, tax revenues, economic cycles, changes
in legislation, the course of hostilities, and specific sectoral influences. Understanding and predicting these
fluctuations allows prepare in advance for possible financial challenges, ensure uninterrupted financing of
important expenditures at the state and local levels, and maintain financial stability. Tools and methods of
analysis, including statistical models and econometric approaches, help to anticipate seasonal trends and make
informed decisions on budget planning. In particular, budget revenues can be forecasted using extrapolation
based on seasonality indices.

Analysis of recent research and publications. The analysis and forecasting of revenues to the budgets of
different levels of Ukraine has been the subject of study by a number of domestic scholars. In particular, they
conducted the following studies: O.Z. Hirska and G.G. Tsehelyk — the use of time trends for analysing and
forecasting tax revenues to the State Budget of Ukraine [1]; O.F. Zaporozhets — analysis and forecasting of
customs payments to the state budget [2]; H.Yu. Kucherova — trend analysis of tax revenues of the consolidated
budget of Ukraine [3]; S.L. Londar and L.O. Melnykova — medium-term forecasting of consolidated budget
revenues from corporate income tax [4]; V. V. Malikov and O.A. Diehtiar — features of using economic and
mathematical models for forecasting budget revenues [5]; V.P. Martyniuk — forecasting the receipt of tax
payments to the state budget by using the ARIMA model [6]; A. Yu. Polchanov — forecasting tax revenues of
the consolidated budget of Ukraine based on time series analysis [7]; N.S. Sytnyk and O.Ya. Ivaneiko — analysis
of revenues to local budgets during the war [8]; O. Totska and 1. Dmytruk — analysis of personal income tax
revenues in Ukraine at the national and regional levels [9]; A. Khomutenko and Yu. Bzova — forecasting the
volume of corporate income tax revenues to the State Budget of Ukraine by the method of correlation and
regression analysis [10]; L.V. Shirinian et al. — analysis and forecasting of revenues to the State Budget of
Ukraine from the income tax of insurance companies [11].

Foreign scholars have studied budget revenues in other countries: M. Ademmer and J. Boysen-Hogrefe —
the impact of errors in medium-term tax revenue forecasts on the final budget balance based on fiscal data for
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all German states [12]; J.T. Jalles — fiscal forecasts of the European Commission for a sample of 10 countries
in Central and Eastern Europe [13]; S. Jorge et al. — the factors that influence the excess of revenues in
local government based on data from Portuguese municipalities [14]; Pamplona et al. — the effectiveness of
the Autoregressive-Moving Average model (ARMA) in forecasting the budget revenues of municipalities of
Parana state (Brazil) compared to the model proposed by the Federal Budget Secretary [15]; C. Szydlowski —
the level of budget revenues of selected municipalities in Poland from the vehicle tax and its share in total
municipal revenues [16].

In the analysed publications, domestic authors focused their attention mainly on revenues to the budgets of
one level: state, local or consolidated. Foreign authors studied budget revenues in other countries.

Objectives of the article. Unlike the aforementioned publications, the purpose of this study is to analyse
and forecast seasonal fluctuations in tax revenues to the State Budget of Ukraine from the Volyn region and to
local budgets of Volyn region under martial law.

The main material of the study. Volyn region is located in north-western Ukraine and borders Poland. As
part of the relocation process, a number of businesses from the active hostilities zone moved here.

To analyse the indicators of budget revenues for 2022-2023, Table 1 and Table 2 are constructed, where
data on the largest budget-forming taxes are selected only.

There was also an increase in PIT and single tax on individuals revenues. This can be explained by the
increase in the average salary in Ukraine and internally displaced persons who either found jobs or started
business in the TG region.

Revenues from land tax and rent from legal entities are also an important component of local budget
revenues and a sign that local governments are making effective use of communal land and property. Annual
figures have increased for all types of taxes, except military PIT and land tax.

The results are presented in Table 3 and Table 4. They do not calculate the indicators for military PIT
revenues, as they are credited to the state budget from 1 October 2023.

Table 3 shows that in 20222023, the State Budget of Ukraine received on average UAH 1,651.819 million
from VAT on goods imported into the customs territory of Ukraine, UAH 129.792 million — customs duties on
goods imported by business entities, UAH 94.526 million — personal income tax, and UAH 166.520 million —

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excise tax on imported vehicles from the Volyn region. At the same time, the local budgets of Volyn region
received on average UAH 355.599 million from personal income tax, UAH 59.626 million — single tax on
individuals, UAH 18.971 million — land tax on legal entities, and UAH 19.530 million — rent on legal entities.

The analysis of Table 4 shows that the most active revenues to the state budget from the Volyn region
were observed in the following periods: VAT on goods imported into the customs territory of Ukraine — in
July-December; customs duties on goods imported by business entities — in February and July-December;
PIT — in June (the beginning of the holiday season) and October-December; excise tax on imported vehicles —
in February and August-December. October-December were the most favourable months for the state budget
revenues (seasonality indices were above 100 for all types of taxes analysed). Local budget revenues in the Volyn
region were sporadic, with the highest revenues in the following months: PIT — in June and October-December
(similar to the revenues from PIT to the state budget); single tax on individuals — in January-February, May,
July-August, October-November; land tax on legal entities — in February-March, May, July-August, October;
and rent from legal entities — in May, July-December. October proved to be the most favourable month for local
budget revenues (seasonality indices were above 100 for all types of taxes analysed).

If we assume that the trends in budget revenues will continue in 2024, then using annual data for 2022-2023,
we can build linear trend models and obtain forecast annual data for 2024 based on them:

VAT: y, =10,059* x +4,733.3=34,910.300 million UAH,;

customs duty: y, =830.85*x+311.23=2,803.780 million UAH;

PIT to the state budget: y, =161.86*x +891.53=1,377.110 million UAH;

excise tax: y, =1,650.4*x —477.33=4,473.870 million UAH;

PIT to local budgets: y, =608.89*x +3,353.9 =5,180.570 million UAH;

single tax: y, =140.32*x +505.04 =926.000 million UAH;

land tax: y, =—61.265%* x +319.55=135.755 million UAH;

rent: y, =44.64*x+167.4=301.320 million UAH.

On their basis, it is possible to obtain forecast seasonal indicators of budget revenues calculated by the
formula:

Thus, the forecast annual data is divided between months in accordance with the seasonality indices in
previous years.

Conclusions. Analysing and forecasting seasonal fluctuations in budget revenues is an important tool for
the government and local governments at all levels. Monitoring these fluctuations can help to avoid budget
deficits, optimise resource allocation, and make more informed fiscal policy decisions.

In Ukraine, as in other countries, the analysis and forecasting of seasonal fluctuations in budget revenues is
of great importance. This is due to a number of factors, such as

— economic transformation: Ukraine is going through a significant economic transformation due to the war
and post-war recovery. This can lead to significant changes in seasonal fluctuations in state budget revenues;

— decentralisation: the country is undergoing a process of decentralisation, which leads to an increased role
of local budgets. Analysing and forecasting seasonal fluctuations in budget revenues at the local level can help
local authorities plan their expenditures more effectively.

— European integration: Ukraine is seeking integration with the European Union. This may lead to changes
in the structure of budgets and seasonal fluctuations in their revenues.

In 2022-2023, under martial law, the largest amounts of state budget revenues in the Volyn region were
received from VAT on goods imported into the customs territory of Ukraine; customs duties on goods imported
by business entities; personal income tax paid by tax agents on taxpayer income in the form of wages; military
personal income tax; and excise tax on vehicles imported into the customs territory. In turn, the largest budget-
forming taxes of the local budgets of Volyn region over the same period were: personal income tax paid by tax
agents on the taxpayer's income in the form of wages; military personal income tax; single tax on individuals;
land tax on legal entities; and rent on legal entities.

The most active revenues to the state budget from the Volyn region were observed in the following
periods: VAT on goods imported into the customs territory of Ukraine — in July-December; customs duties
on goods imported by business entities — in February and July-December; personal income tax — in June
(the beginning of the holiday season) and October-December; excise tax on imported vehicles — in February
and August-December. Local budget revenues in the Volyn region were sporadic, with the highest revenues in
the following months: from personal income tax — in June and October-December; single tax on individuals —
in January-February, May, July-August, October-November; land tax on legal entities — in February-March,
May, July-August, October; rent from legal entities — in May, July-December. The month of October was the
most favourable for filling the budgets of both levels in the Volyn region.
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The built linear trend models for tax revenues in the Volyn region allowed us to obtain forecast annual data
for 2024, which, in turn, served as the basis for calculating the relevant seasonal indicators.
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The purpose of the article is to analyse and forecast seasonal fluctuations in tax revenues to the State Budget
of Ukraine from Volyn region, as well as to local budgets of Volyn region. In 2022-2023, the State Budget
of Ukraine received the largest amount of funds from VAT on goods imported into the customs territory of
Ukraine; customs duties on goods imported by business entities; excise tax on vehicles imported into the

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Introduction. Decentralisation, scalability and security are the key characteristics of any blockchain
network. Decentralisation involves the distribution of control and power among the participants in a network.
This is one of the key benefits of blockchain technology. It allows for the avoidance of vulnerabilities
inherent in centralised systems and ensures security. Security is the ability of a network to resist attack and
ensure the reliability and integrity of transactions. Scalability is related to a network's ability to process
large amounts of information quickly and efficiently. However, it is difficult for blockchains to achieve
optimal levels of all three properties simultaneously. Increasing the level of one property usually leads to a
weakening of another. This is known as the blockchain trilemma. Solving this trilemma requires a constant
search for new technologies and solutions that attempt to strike a balance between decentralisation, scalability
and security.

There are several ways to solve the blockchain trilemma. These include so-called Layer 1 and
Layer 2 solutions [1].

The main methods for solving the blockchain trilemma at Layer 1 are optimising consensus protocols,
developing efficient transaction grouping algorithms, implementing smart contracts with reduced computational
costs, improving transaction processing mechanisms, and developing sharding protocols (dividing blockchains
into smaller ones that manage specific data segments).

Specific methods of addressing the blockchain trilemma at Layer 2 include sidechains, state channels,
nested blockchains and rollups. A sidechain is a separate blockchain that operates in parallel to the main
blockchain, but has its own set of rules and consensus. A state channel is a mechanism that allows two or more
participants to interact through an off-chain transaction that is stored offline, or outside the main blockchain.
This process includes opening a channel, executing transactions and closing the channel. Nested blockchains
are a system of blockchains where each blockchain can have its own subchains or branches. Rollups is a
method where transaction data is stored in a rollup chain and the transactions themselves are executed in a data
availability chain.

Analysis of recent research and publications. In today's scientific literature, considerable attention is paid
to the study of the Layer 2 ecosystem of the Ethereum blockchain. For example, [2] examines the impact of
Layer 2 projects on the main Ethereum blockchain. The research [3] describes the cryptographic technology
zk-SNARK and its impact on the scalability of the blockchain. In [4], the internal structure of Ethereum is
analysed. In addition, the advantages and disadvantages of the current Ethereum specification are evaluated
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and the transaction throughput of the current Ethereum implementation is investigated. In [5], the possibilities
of the Web3 ecosystem and the security challenges are analysed.

In a post dated October 31, 2023 [6], Ethereum co-founder Vitalik Buterin says that Ethereum has expanded
rapidly during the year. In addition, Layer 2 projects are becoming more diverse. This trend is expected to
continue. In the article, Vitalik Buterin offers the following simplified classification scheme of the Ethereum
Layer 2 ecosystem, based on a certain level of security.

Rollup. Calculation is confirmed by fraud proofs or zk-SNARKSs. Data is stored on Layer 1. This technology
allows assets to be recovered at Layer 1 in all cases.

Validium. Calculation is confirmed via zk-SNARKSs (cannot use fraud proofing). Data is stored on a server
or other separate system. Using this technology, assets may be lost due to lack of access to data, but they are
not stolen.

Disconnected. Transactions are executed in a separate chain. Trust in this ecosystem is the only guarantee
of the safety of funds when using this technology.

Despite a large number of specialised studies, no work provides non-technical users with a sound basis
for making decisions on the choice of Ethereum Layer 2 blockchain projects. The market offers a wide
range of Layer 2 projects with different technical approaches and features. Selecting the most appropriate
project is critical, as each has advantages and limitations. In addition, many Layer 2 projects use complex
technical concepts such as zero-knowledge proofs, distributed computing, cryptographic protocols and more.
Understanding and evaluating these concepts may require a deep understanding of cryptography, distributed
systems, network economics, and related areas. A lack of understanding of the technical aspects can lead to
the risk of choosing an insecure project. In addition, some Layer 2 projects may have high transaction fees or
require a lot of resources to use.

Objectives of the article. This research aims to analyse the Layer 2 ecosystem of the Ethereum blockchain,
which would serve as a basis for users without deep technical knowledge to make informed decisions regarding
the selection of Layer 2 blockchain projects. To achieve the research objective, it is necessary to identify the
main technical concepts underlying different Layer 2 blockchain projects. It is also necessary to perform a
security analysis of the projects and evaluate their popularity among users.

The following research methods were used in the article: observation, analysis, generalisation, synthesis,
comparison, explanation.

The main material of the study. The dataset for this study includes material from L2ZBEAT, a public goods
organisation focused on increasing transparency within the Ethereum blockchain [7] (data as of March 11,
2024). L2BEAT aggregates information on 45 Layer 2 scaling projects within the Ethereum blockchain and
categorises them into the following types.

ZK Rollup [3; 7-10]. In ZK Rollup, transactions are processed off-chain and transaction data is then
aggregated and published to the main chain in encrypted form. Zero-knowledge proofs (zk-SNARK or
zk-STARK cryptographic protocols) are used to generate proofs of transaction correctness without compromising
confidential information. This methodology ensures transaction privacy, security and efficiency.

Validium [3; 7-9]. This is a variant of ZK Rollup where transaction data is processed off-blockchain and
only summaries of those transactions are published on the main chain. Transaction data remains private and
confidential as it is not shared on the main chain. In Validium, zk-SNARK can be used to prove the correctness
of aggregated transaction data. It ensures transaction privacy and security.

Optimistic Rollup [7; 8; 11; 12]. In an Optimistic Rollup, transactions are initiated and executed off-chain.
The results are then grouped and transferred to the main chain. The main advantage of Optimistic Rollup is its
ability to process a larger volume of transactions with lower gas costs.

Optimium [7; 8; 12]. At the time of writing, Optimium is still under development. Systems using it allow
invalid state roots to be generated. Consequently, funds can be stolen if an invalid state root is presented to the
system.

First of all, consider the types of projects identified by the LZBEAT team and the simplified categorisation
scheme of the Ethereum Layer 2 ecosystem proposed by Vitalik Buterin. Based on the characteristics of the
described types of ecosystems, ZK Rollup and Validium should be classified as Rollup, Optimistic Rollup as
Validium, and Optimism as Disconnected.

For a more in-depth analysis of Layer 2 scaling projects within the Ethereum blockchain ecosystem, several
indicators characterising each project type are calculated (see Table 1).

An important metric for evaluating Layer 2 blockchain projects in the Ethereum ecosystem is the total value
locked in escrow agreements. This metric indicates the amount of assets (such as cryptocurrencies) transferred
to a contract to ensure the execution of certain conditions or operations. These assets become inaccessible to
the owner until the conditions specified in the contract are met. As can be seen from the data in the table, the
blocked amount in escrow agreements for all Layer 2 scaling projects in the Ethereum blockchain ecosystem
is 38,025.6 million USD. In 365 days, the locked value of escrow agreements for all Layer 2 scaling projects
increased from 7,141.8 million USD to 38,025.6 million USD, a fivefold increase [7].

Furthermore, Optimistic Rollup scaling projects are the most popular among users of the Ethereum
Layer 2 blockchain. Despite the lower level of security compared to projects such as ZK Rollup and Validium,
users of Optimistic Rollup scaling projects have executed a total of six and a half times more transactions than
on the more secure projects. The lower transaction costs on Optimistic Rollup projects with sufficient security
can explain this fact. The second most popular scaling project is Optimium. This suggests that low cost is more
important than high security for users of the Ethereum Layer 2 blockchain. Starknet stands out as the strongest
player among ZK Rollup projects. Immutable X is the best of the Validium projects. Arbitrum One is popular
among Optimistic Rollup projects. Manta Pacific is the best of the Optimium projects.

As of today, Layer 2 scaling projects on the Ethereum blockchain use ZK Proofs and Fraud Proofs to
verify the state of the system. Fraud proofs verify the correctness of certain information without disclosing
the information itself. Fraud Proofs typically rely on transaction or event verification principles, using event
monitoring mechanisms to detect invalid or fraudulent actions. This may require fewer computing resources
and is generally less complex to implement. Unlike ZK Proofs, Fraud Proofs detect invalid actions or
transactions in distributed systems. ZK Proofs require the use of cryptographic protocols such as zk-SNARKSs
or zk-STARKSs, which can lead to greater complexity in implementation and deployment. In addition,
ZK Proofs may require more computing resources.

In terms of approaches used to detect fraud in Layer 2 scaling projects on the Ethereum blockchain, twenty
projects use ZK Proof, five use Fraud Proof, and twenty do not use any state validity verification method.
However, ZK Proof's systems have only locked 12% of all funds of Layer 2 scaling projects on the Ethereum
blockchain. Fraud Proof's solutions have locked 41% of all funds of Layer 2 scaling projects on the Ethereum
blockchain. In addition, scaling projects without fraud detection have blocked 47% of all funds of Layer
2 scaling projects on the Ethereum blockchain. The best Layer 2 scaling projects do not perform system health
checks or use cheaper technology. Among such projects is Arbitrum One (Fraud Proof solution).

It is also worth noting that users of only five Layer 2 scaling projects on the Ethereum blockchain can log
out in case of unwanted updates. Among these projects is Arbitrum One.

Bridges play a crucial role in the Ethereum ecosystem, facilitating the secure and efficient transfer of assets
across different layers. They allow different Layer 2 solutions to seamlessly interact with each other and with
the main Ethereum blockchain. This promotes the exchange of assets and data across different platforms.
It also ensures access to the wide range of functionalities offered by the main Ethereum blockchain. Bridges are
essential for the development of security and reliability in essential areas such as asset storage and movement.

The L2BEAT community is currently investigating thirty-six bridges [13]. As of March 11, 2024, these
bridges have blocked 10,289.5 million USD in Ethereum contracts.
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Messages transmitted across Layer 2 bridges in the Ethereum blockchain are verified using Destination
Chain, Optimistically and Third Party techniques [ 13—17]. Destination Chain involves validating and confirming
messages on the chain to which the token or message is directed. Optimistically involves taking an optimistic
approach to verifying transactions, directly accepting them as correct if no problems or inconsistencies arise.
Third Party involves the use of an independent entity to verify and validate transactions between chains,
such as an auditor or trusted observer. Among the thirty-six bridges, twenty-eight use a Third Party to verify
messages, four use a Destination Chain, three use an Optimistic Chain, and one uses a combination of methods.

Users of nine bridges are unable to withdraw funds if the operator engages in dishonest or malicious
behaviour. As a result, such bridges are not very popular with users and account for only 2.8% of the total
value of funds locked in conditional deposit contracts on Ethereum. Of these bridges, three use Optimistically's
message verification techniques, while six use Third Party.

Conclusions. The research shows that the Layer 2 ecosystem within the Ethereum blockchain is currently
undergoing active development, offering many scaling solutions. This provides the flexibility to choose the
most appropriate option according to the developer's requirements.

Many Layer 2 scaling solutions are designed to provide security. However, within the Ethereum
Layer 2 ecosystem, users prioritise price considerations. Among the scaling projects, Arbitrum One is the
undisputed leader. When it comes to bridges, an important criterion is security. The best bridges offer the
possibility to withdraw funds in case the operator behaves dishonestly or maliciously.
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This research aims to scrutinise the Layer 2 ecosystem within the Ethereum blockchain, providing a basis
for informed decision-making by users with limited technical expertise when selecting Layer 2 projects.
The research is based on data collected from the L2ZBEAT community. The article outlines the key technical concepts
underlying various Layer 2 projects on the Ethereum blockchain, and describes the characteristics of projects such as
ZK Rollup, Validium, Optimistic Rollup and Optimium. It juxtaposes the project types identified by the L2ZBEAT
team with a simplified framework of the Ethereum Layer 2 ecosystem proposed by Vitalik Buterin. Ethereum
blockchain Layer 2 scaling projects are audited, focusing on the indicators "total value locked in escrow agreements"
and "share of value locked in total project value". The technologies used to verify the authenticity of the system
state in Ethereum Blockchain Layer 2 scaling projects are explained. An analysis of fraud detection approaches in
Layer2blockchainscalingprojectsisundertaken. Techniquesforvalidatingmessagestransmittedover Layer2blockchain
bridges are described. An assessment of the security of the Layer 2 blockchain ecosystem is presented, along with an
evaluation of the popularity of such projects among users. The study concludes that for users, pricing in the Ethereum
Layer 2 blockchain ecosystem is key, with Arbitrum One emerging as the undisputed leader in scaling projects.
In terms of bridges, user preference leans towards those that facilitate the withdrawal of funds in the event of
dishonest or malicious behaviour by the bridge operator.
